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Abstract

From 1913 to 1921, when Woodrow Wilson was the President of
the United States, it happened that China and the world were experi-
encing great changes. As the consequence of it, American policy to
China appeared changeable. These changes were: the United States,
as the first power among the great powers to recognize the Chinese Re-
public, and the only one, too, who didn’ t oppose Yuan ShihKai to
restore monarchy system; after Wilson declared that American Banks
withdrew from the old Consortium, because of “the conditions of the
loan seem to us to touch very nearly the administrative independence
of China itself” , the Department of State eagerly led to organize a New
International Consortium, whose monopoly degree was much deeper
than the old one, several years later; during World War I, after A-
merica invited China to sever relation with German, she turned to op-
pose China to declare war with German; in the Paris Conference, at
first Wilson supported China to claim the return of Kiaochow, then he
made a compromise with the other powers to admit Japan’s claim. By
researching the primary and secondly materials, this dissertation tries
to prove that the American policy to China was not the reflection of the
simple bilateral relation between the two countries, but the reflection

of the multilateral international relation among the European powers

and Japan that had an influence interest in China. This dissertation
tries to give a comparatively comprehensive detail of the politic and e-
conomic policy of America to China during that important history peri-
od.
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
