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Introduction

The compilation and publication of the Philatelic Dictionary of Chi-
na are a major event in the development of philatelic culture. A systema-
tic project including various philatelic branches, the dictionary is a
galaxy of the findings in philatelic research in the past years and has a far
reaching significance in popularizing philatelic knowledge and promoting
philatelic activities. |

A country with an ancient civilization, China has a timehonored his-
tory of communication, and its recorded communication activities can be
traced back to the Yin and Shang dynasties 3, 000 years ago. The world-
renowned courier communication of China began in the Western and
Eastern Zhou dynasties (about 1100—256BC) and approached its perfec-
tion in the following dynasties. In the last days of the Qing Dynasty
(1616 —1911) and at the beginning of the Republic of China (1912 —
1949), the ancient courier communication was finally replaced by the
modern post.

Nearly 120 years have elapsed since the debut of China’s modern
post and first official stamps, the Large Dragons, while almost a century
has passed away since the official opening of the state post of the Qing
Dynasty. In the past 100 years or more, earthshaking changes took place
in China. The modern history of post, postage stamps, and philately mir-
rors from an aspect the internal disturbance and foreign aggression suf-
fered by and the long-term heroic revolutionary struggle to overthrow
the imperialism, feudalism, and bureaucrat-capitalism waged by the Chi-
nese people.

The postage stamp derived itself from post, while only with stamp
there is stamp collecting. Post is the source of stamp collecting, and
stamp collecting can in return promote post. Besides postage certificate,
stamps also serve as an object of collection, study, and appreciation, cre-
ating a wide coverage of social influence, and they mirror the develop-
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ment of a country in policy,economy,science and technology,and culture
and record brilliant achievements created by man in the past several
thousand years. Stamps are an epitome of colorful nature, a bridge of in-
ternational and personal and friendly association, as well as a garden to
spread cultural and ideological progress. Stamp collecting is an interna-
tional hot point of collecting hobbies, and the philatelic rank gathers a
huge group of people in different professions and at various cultural le-
vels.

Longer the history is, richer the historical facts, and more the
philatelic activities are, richer the philatelic terms. Therefore, these
terms need to be overhauled thoroughly, and their meanings need to be
defined and standardized, so that they will be idiomatic in language and
apposite in wording. As early as in 1920s and 30s, the philatelic circles
of China published research articles on philatelic terms in philatelic pub-
lications, and even appeared columns and monographs on philatelic
terms. Especially in the past 15 years, philatelic organizations.and
philatelists compiled, translated and published many philatelic dictiona-
ries, illustrated handbooks, knowledge handbooks and other kinds of re-
ference books. We can collected these terms, discard the dross and select
the essential, and include gold sorted out from sand into a philatelic vo-
cabulary mine incorporating the terms of various branches of philately.
This will surely benefit the philatelic association. The All-China
Philatelic Federation set up in 1991 the Philatelic Term Defining Com-
mittee that organizes experts in philatelic and other circles to collect,
sort out, and study the philatelic phrases, define them and publish them
for trial use. This has done a lot to standardize the philatelic terms.

Besides stamps, stamp history, methods of stamp collecting, and
philatelic actvities, organizations, literature, and history, the Philatelic
Dictionary of China also covers courier history, postal history, basic
knowledge on postal communications, stamp market, and philatelic busi-
ness management. These are the must for collectors, and philatelists and

stamp dealers have made great contributions to these respects. Their re-
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searches on stamps, postmarks, postage rates, postal routes, and postal
history filled in gaps of the shortage of state files on postal history. The
dictionary also involves society, policy ,economy , technology ,communica-
tions , history, art, laws and other branches, and it possesses both advan-
tages of dictionaries and encyclopedias, but differs from an encyclopedia.
Gathering all the findings of philatelic researches in the past, the dictio-
nary incorporates a wide range of selected philatelic phrases compiled
systematically, while their given explanations very from simple to detail ,
and roots are traced for those of important historical facts. Intended for
collectors, philatelic workers, stamp lovers and those concerned about
stamp collecting, the dictionary can answer your doubts and puzzles in
mastering philatelic knowledge and in understanding philately and post
comprehensively and correctly. The dictionary will also play a positive
role in publicizing philatelic culture, popularizing philatelic knowledge,
linking philatelic and postal learning as well as in explaining original re-
lations of post and philately.

To use this opportunity, I would like to convey my sincere thanks to
friends of philatelic circles who made painstaking efforts and to comrades
of historical data offices , museums, archives,and posts and telecommuni-
cations departments who provide data in compilation and publication of
the dictionary.
