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Sports Minister Lampooned for Lack of Sporting Knowledge

New British sports minister Richard Caborn has
been lampooned by the media after he revealed a
startling lack of knowledge about his country's top
sportsmen.

"Is this the most stupid sports minister
ever?" asked the Mirror. "Quiz shows Caborn to be
the weakest link." read the headline in the Daily
Telegraph. "His authority has become suspect from
he starts". "Not good, minister," said the Daily Mail
of Caborn's effort.
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Quarter of Bus Drivers Lack Driving Skills

Nearly a quarter of the public bus drivers in
India's capital — known for their appalling safety
record — lack basic driving skills and hundreds of §
them have vision problems, a survey says. "Of the
9,500 drivers tested since the start of the year, more
than 23 percent were found wanting in driving skills
and in understanding of traffic rules," said R.K.
Parimoo, head of the Institute of Driver and Training
Research. There are more than 20,000 public
transport bus drivers on Delhi roads and the institute
conducts around 9o tests every day. About 500 of
the drivers suffered from either defective near vision
or distant vision, Parimoo added. Another 25 suffered
from color blindness, while five had irreparable vision
damage. More than 800 people have died on Delhi
roads so far this year. Out of these deaths, 115 involved
city public buses. Those driving school buses
performed no better in the tests. Of the 300 school
bus drivers assessed so far, 20 percent were found
lacking in road knowledge, said the director of the

institute run by India's largest carmaker, Maruti
