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FOREWORD

Lizocheng lies in western Shandong Provinee
at the juncture of Hebei, Shandong and Henan prov-
inces. Under its jurisdiction there are Dongchangfu
Disirict. Linging City and six countics of Guanxian,
Shenxian. Yanggu. Dong'e. Chiping and Gaotang,
and an open development and comprehensive experi-
mental zone. It has a total area of 8.590 squarce kilo-
meters and a population of 5.48 million.

Liaocheng has a long history and many his-
toric sites. It 1s a state-level historic and cultural city.
The Beijing-Hangzhou Grand Canal flows through
the urban area. Dongchang Lake, 4.2 square kilome-
ters in size, is the largest man-made lake within a
city north of the Yangize River and today a national-
level angling ground. The Guangvue Tower rises
migjestically in the center of the old city arca. The

Shanxi-Shaanxi Guild Hall by the Grand Canal was -

built in the Qing Dynasty. The Haiyuan Tower, one
of the four largest private libraries in the Qing Dy-
nasty. is well-known for the large collection of rare
books. Liaocheng also has a number of historical sites
under state and provincial protection such as
Jingyvanggang Hill where Wu Song killed a tiger with
his bure hands. Lion Tower where Wu Song Killed
local tyrant Ximen Qing and the tomb of Cao Zhi. 4
famous poet of the Han Dvnasty. Liaocheng is proud
of ane of its sons, Kong Fansen. a model govern-
ment official who died on duty.

Lizocheng was a bustling town during the
Ming (1368- 1644 and Qing (16441911 dynasties
for then the Grand Canal was crowded with many
boats shipping grain from south to Beijing, the na-
tional capital.

Since China adopred the policy of reform and
opening to the outside world at the end of the 1970s.
economic and social development in Liaocheng has

been very fast. Social order is stable and people hive
a better life,

Liaocheng is a national production basc of
grain and cotton and a processing base of farm side
products. The five counties. Dongchangfu District
and Linging City are China's large grain and cotton
producers.

Industry in Liaocheng has grown fast in re-
cent vears. It has built up six pillar industries of ma-
chinery, textiles, chemicals. papermaking, pharma-
ceuticals and foodstuffs. A number of Liaocheng
products sell well on the domestic and international
markets.

Liaocheng is located at the juncture of the
Beijing-Kowloon Railway, the Jinan-Handan Rail-
way and the Jinan-Liaocheng-Guantao Expressway.
making it an important transport hub in Shangdong
Province radiating toward the four directions. Fac-
simile and direct international dialing services are
available. The city generates 300,000 kilowatts of
electricity a vear. The expansion project of the
Liaocheng Power Plant and the first phase of a 2.4
millionkw power plant--of 2 < 660,000kw are un-
der construction. Liaocheng will become the largest
energy base of Shandong Province soon.

Liaocheng has established cooperative and
exchange relations with more than 50 countries and
regions. There are 300 cnterprises with overseas in-
vestment in the city. The Open Development and
Comprehensive Experimental Zone. the Export Pro-
cessing and Trade Zone and the Jiaming Industnal
Garden are attracting more and more investors.
