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Then the students had their opportunity to comment. Under
questioning, both doctors acknowledged that their positions on

abortion weren't always consistent.
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Work at the launching pad today included the installation of
explosive devices that are to separate parts of the shuttle during the

ascent.
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The United States Embassy issued a mild stafement urging Amer-
ican tourists to remain in or near their hotels and “to check with

their travel agents or airlines before proceeding to the airport.”
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A spokesman said British bomb disposal experts examined the
Royal Jordanian Airlines 747 jumbo jetliner, which was on its way
from Amsterdam to New York.
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The overwhelming majority of the Democrats supported the
package because they wanted to go on record supporting the Presi-

dent’s commitment to fiscal austerity.
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The Democratic proposal projects only a $24.6 billion deficit for
1982, an important, anti-inflationary signal to the credit markets,
since that’s less than half the Senate Budget Committee’s estimate of
the Reagan-proposed deficit.
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Food aid would account for $80.7 million more, $65 million would
go to resettlement projects in Africa and $11.2 million for resettling
African refugees in the United States.
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Such loans are now available to all students, regardless of family
income, with the Government guaranteeing repayment in the event
of student default.
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Embarrassed American officials here say that an amendment to
the 1978 Nuclear Nonproliferation Act permitted the delivery of
atomic fuel for 18 months to nations engaged in nuclear programs

before the act was approved.
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“I just kept pointing out,” he said, “there’s no way you can do that
effectively if you were to sit down and talk matters of that kind
while an invasion was going on or the equivalent of an invasion was

going on.”
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
