During his struggling to success, he met countless difficulties,
which give him an insight to think about reality, society and the
true meaning of life, on which he has found one inspiration after
another and has created many poems.

The source of art is life. The source of Zude’ s poems is his
pursuit and love for life, and the pleasure during his hard enter-
prising. ~ Poem is a weapon for revolution.” For Song Zude, po-
em is a weapon for enterprising. He uses poems to encourage
himself when he is working hard and the poems shelter him from
the cold of life and push him forward.” Even all the waiting has
faded in the cold wind/ My eyeé will sprout from inside the
quivering branch” . These sentences truly reflect his life and can
only be written by him, a person who has experienced so much
hardship, a person who loves life and has enough self — confi-
dence. '

Poems demonstrate people’s feelings. “Love” is an eternal
topic for literature. Zude is a passionate person, so he writes
many love poems, but they are not limited to the word "love” .

He didn’t write them only for love.
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We can feel a kind of inspiring and encouraging power in
these love poems. Those are the natural and true expression and
reflection of his passion.

After every frustration, he touches the ”wound”——"0On a
moonless night/ 1 seek for the light------ / Where there is love/

There is the green of lifer---- ;

Following the healing of the wound is his ~ Rising”——"
Because your love is paved on the cold stone road ahead/ 1 will
bravely rise after every falling” ;

Looking at the ”"Road ” ahead, he writes , All steps full
of love/ Will leave deep footprints/ Whether they are painful or
happy/ 1 will accept all” ; He writes in ”Setting Off”, ” How I
hate to be vagrant/ How I love / The warm port/ But the waves
tell me/ Tomorrow/ 1 will set off” .

Seeing the "tree in the stone” , he can’t help writing, ~Fi-
nally you don’t fall/ Into the embrace of the earth/ And beg for
her tenderness/ Because you are called the stone tree/ You are
doomed to grow in the high mountain------ 7

He goes back to the old coconut tree and says emotionally,
” T have become firm/ I will never wander around the intersec-
tion/ But my love for you/ Is the same as before------ s

He calls in his ”Spending the New Year”, ”Where there is
earth/ There is my hometown” .

All these emotional sentences, I think, could never been

written out without the poet’s rich experience. Of course, some

poems seem not so perfect for the limit of time and lack of im-
provement, but the harmonious beauty of the book isn’t less-
ened. We know that those poems belong to a busy entrepreneur
and we had better not treat them with a critical eye. However,
for the lonely poem field, this book, just like a string, has com-
posed a melodious song. I hope Zude will go on enterprising, go
on writing poems and never stop. Thus, as a refined business-
man, he will add a slight but profound fragrance to the poem
field.

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A Brief Introduction to the Poet

Song Zude, male, was bom on August 24 in 1968 in
Jingjiang County, Jiangsu province. He is a Master of Medicine,
a young inventor having 10 national patents. From the age of 17
years, he has studied poems, especially prose poems. After he
graduated from college, he had worked in Nanjing Railway
Branch Bureau for 11 months. Then he resigned and went to
Hainan province, where he decided to engage in business after
several months’ vagrancy. He managed to seltle down in
Guangzhou. Starting from scraich, he set up Guangzhou
Mingzheng company. Through many years’ concentration on
studying modern theory on magnetic biology together with tradi-
tional theory on energy channels, he invented a kind of shoe —
pads for heightening figure, and he got many patents. In 1995,
he set up Guangdong Wanlijian Shoes Company and dedicated
himself to the innovation of ties and waistbands. He succeeded
in presenting Jingdu Brand healthcare ties and waistbands for
shaping figure, which adds new connotation and energy to tradi-
tional ties and waistbands. He got another national patent be-
cause of this. In 1997, he set up Guangdong Jingdu Clothes
Manufacturing Company. In 1999, he invented Gaoerbao knee
sheath which helps body to grow, and he set up Shanghai Gaoer-

bao Commercial Company. There are over 1100 full — time and
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part — time employees. His solidly founded company has over 40
branch companies which spread in big cities such as Shanghai,
Beijing, Nanjing and some areas in Southeast Asia such as
Hongkong, Bangkok. His company has been entitled " Trustwor-
thy for observing contracts”, " Young civilized company” by the
Industrial and Commercial Bureau of Guangzhou Province.

Mr. Song Zude is a member of Guangzhou Poets’ Associa-
tion and vice president of Guangzhou Privately — owned Enter-
prises. He loves literature and arts. He is always diligent in
writing after busy work. Besides, he often contributes money to
the course of welfare of society and Hope Project. In 1997, He
donated ¥ 200,000 to Hope Project through Guangzhou Devel-
opment Funds of Overseas Chinese. In 1998, he returned to
hometown and donated ¥ 400,000 to his mother school, which
showed his love heart.
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
