Clearing Customs

To avoid trouble, the immigration rules and customs regulations must
be strictly observed. Generally, it would be a good idea to get as much in-
formation as possible about the country you are going to before leaving.

When you arrive at a country, you clear customs. A lot of countries
have two channels; the green channel and the red channel. Some coun-
tries, like India, have three channels:the white channel, the green chan-
nel, and the red channel.

If you have more than the duty-free allowances or prohibited goods,
you go through the red channel and declare them to a customs officer. If
you otherwise have nothing to declare, you go straight through the green
channel unless you are asked to stop by an officer.

Passport

A passport is a travel document that identifies the holder as a citizen
of the country. A passport also requests other countries to give the holder
safe passage and all lawful aid and protection. Sometimes a passport must
have a visa ( official endorsement) from the country a person desires to
visit before entry into that country is permitted.

Generally, the government issues three types of passports: (1) diplo-
matic, for people going abroad on important government assignments; (2)
official, for other government employees;and (3) regular, for people trav-
eling overseas for personal reasons.

Many countries do not require citizens of certain other countries to
have passports. United States citizens, for instance, do not need passports
to enter Bermuda, Canada, Mexico, and most of the West Indies.

Visa

A visa is an endorsement that government officials place on a passport
to show that the passport is valid. Officials of the country a traveler is en-
tering grant the visa. The visa certifies that the traveler’ s passport has
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been examined and approved. Immigration officers then permit the bearer
to enter the country. A government that does not want a person to enter
the country can refuse to grant that person a visa.
