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ABSTRACT

Since the country initiated its reform and opening — up policy, the non — profit orga-
nizations (NPOs) in our country have been developing faster than ever before. As the
fresh main bodies in the public management field in China, they have the obvious func-
tional advantages in the aspects that accelerate the community to develop and meet the
public requirements. In that way, because both the government and the NPOs are main
parts in the public management areas, it is important for us to clarify what kind of interac-
tion ought to be established between them so as to develop themselves and improve public
management efficiency. The thesis is being based on such consideration to probe into this
problem.

At first, the thesis studies the origin and present situation of the problem about the
interaction between our government and NPOs. The thesis analyses the tortuous develop-
ment of the interaction below traditional system effect before the country initiated its re-
form and opening — up policy, along with the enlargement of development space of NPOs
because of government reform after the country initiated its reform and opening — up poli-
cy. The thesis points out that the interaction between our government and NPOs has made
greater improvements than before, bul many problems in it need to be solved yet. We
should make clear the interaction between the government and the NPOs through macro-
scopic aspect.

It is necessary that we learn from the corresponding experience and theory of other
countries and use them as reference when we conduct the research on the interaction be-
tween the contemporary Chinese government and NPOs. Hence, the article probes into
the interaction between the external government reform and the NPOs development since
the 1980s. On the one hand, the regulation and promotion of the external governments to
NPOs impulses NPOs’ development; on the other hand, NPOs’ development supports
the government reform . The article emphatically expounds the practical experience of the
interaction built between external government and NPOs, moreover introduces some theo-
ries about interpretation of the interaction.

Next, the thesis goes farther into the interaction between our government and NPOs
from two angles respectively. From the government angle, the article is strived to re-
search: (1) Which interaction patterns should be in the course of which the government

breeds and supports NPOs; (2) What system has been arranged in the aspect which the
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government manages NPOs; (3) What problems are existing in the course of which the
government manages NPOs, and what reasons lead to the problems; (4) How counter-
measures should be taken to improve the management.

From the NPOs angle, the article takes great pains to analysis: (1) Which effects
give rise to the government when the NPOs take part in the public affairs management;
(2) What internal qualifications should be prepared when the NPOs participate the gov-
emment activities; (3) What conditions is that the government activities is restricted by
the NPOs at present; (4) How institutions should be carried out so as to improve the
NPOs’ participation to the government activities .

Finally, the article points out that there should be a good interaction between our
government and NPOs if they are going to develop their relationship each other in the fu-
ture. To achieve this effect, it depends on the further developments of the NPOs and the
guiding roles government plays in the multi — center governance. Above all , the article

proposes the principle and alternative approaches to establish the healthy interaction.
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
