We know very well that there are many weaknesses in this
book, but we think it can offer reference for many other people
during their in depth exploration on this subject. We believe that the
publication of this book will have an effect of “bring jade by
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throwing brick”, the others will make more and more valuable
contributions. We hope that more wits will pay close attention to the
construction of emergency management system of disaster in our
country and the development relevant subject.
