the latter.

Such a development and complement shows the his-
torical orbit of the author's quest for wisdom,that is,from
his article, Of Wisdom, to his books, Three Discourses on
Wisdom. We may see from this volume that the author's
quest for wisdom started from 1940’s,that between 1950's
and 1960's he still showed his true quality of a lover of
wisdom who thought things independently,though he was
unavoidably influenced with the instant “Left” thought,
and that based on such a true quality he formed his theo-
retical crystal of his quest for wisdom during the period

from the end of 1970's to 1990's.
