They are determined to devote themselves to the people’s edu-
cation, and they perform their duties tirelessly, often without proper acknowledgement of their ef-
forts.

They show
great love for their students, teaching them with reason and affection, skill and patience,and taking
meticulous care of them. Under their guidance and instruction, excellent students and classes keep
emerging in large numbers. They are truly worthy of the glorious title of “People’s Teachers”,
This book focuses on their selfless devotion and numerous achievements in the hope that respect
and admiration for teachers and emphasis on education will be given new depth and breadth.

We hope that the publication of this book will help to build further the practice of respecting
teachers and giving importance to education, foster the great spirit of socialism, and promote the
development of education.
