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Foreword

World War 1l was the largest war in human his-
tory and the most important event in-the twentieth
century , in which the invaders and the defenders
fought throughout Europe, Asia and Africa, and
across the Pacific, Atlantic, Indian and Arctic o-
ceans. More than sixty countries directly participat-
ed in the war, but roughly 80% of the world’ s pop-
ulation in more than 140 countries was affected by it.
Victory to countries and people of Anti — Rascism,
took the price of sixty million lives.

When meeting with visiting politicians from
Japan, Jiang Zemin has often commented on the im-
portance of “moving forward while leaming from the
past.” For people today and the young generation,
this learning from the past starts with studying and
absorbing the lessons of history, particularly of
World War 1l.
