& 2. Fahrenheil scale and celsius scale

Both Fabrenheit scale and celsius scale are scales of temperature. Fahrenheit scale was
eatablished by the German physicist Gabriel Fahrenheit in 1715. On this scale, water free-
zes at 32°F and boils at 212°F under set atmospheric conditions. Celsius seale was estab-
lished by the Swedist scientist Anders Celsius in 1742. On this scale water freezea at 0°C
and beils at 100°C under agreed standard atmoapheric conditions. To convert from degrees
Celsius to degrees Fahrenheit multiply by 9/5 and add 32.
