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Abstract

Taking sports tourism in Hainan as the object, this research explored the
development of sports tourism theatrically and practically on the basis of present
situation of society, economy and tourism in Hainan.

The full text is divided into five chapters. In chapter 1 the author showed
the research background and the contents. In chapter 2 the author analyzed syn-
thetically the rise and its development of sports tourism, the situation of study in
this field domestically and intemationally. In chapter 3 the author demonstrated
the research planning, process of relevant data collections, quality of analysis
and research and its localization; In chapter 4 the author analyzed the application
of sports physiology, travel economics, theory of location, travel connotation,
sustainable development in sports tourism. The concept, contents, principle,
and effect of sports tourism development is also involved in this chapter. The au-
thor developed the system of sports tourism development and its model. In chap-
ter 5 the present condition of economy and tourism, the situation, advantage and
opportunities the opportunity with the limiting factor of sports tourism development
in Hainan were analyzed. In chapter 6 — 10 practical research of sports tourism
development in Hainan was preceded. Division and evaluation of sports tourism
resources, the analysis and predicting of market development, product develop-
ment system, behavior characteristics of travelers and development mode were
demonstrated respectively. Finally corresponding strategies and measures were
brought forward.

This research adopts many methods such as documentation, questionnaire,
statistics, on — site inspection and expert interview. 41 foreign articles, 23 Chi-
nese articles and 27 relevant books were indexed. On the basis of 16 experts of

tourism, sport humanities and tourism development, the index system was estab-
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lished. And all data were controlled and analyzed by the software of SPSS.
The research obtained some valuable results that have not yet appeared in

newspaper and others:

The research discussed the guide function and application value of sports
physiology, travel economics, theory of location, travel connotation, sustain-
able development in sports tourism and emphasize to use the method of system to
guide sports tourism development. The research has put forward concept, princi-
ple, and the effect of sports tourism development. It constructed a system of
sports tourism development for the first time. There are five parts in this sys-
tem——development system, trip system, sports resource system, product mar-

ket system and support system.

It demonstrated the evaluation index system of sports tourism re-

sources for the first time

In order to acquire a scientific evaluation index system, the research inves-
tigated Professor Lee Tianyuan, Wang Degang, Huang Fucai, who are famous
experts in tourism in China by means of expert’s questionnaire. It explored the
types, classification, construction and characteristic of sports tourism resources.
As a result, sports tourism resources in Hainan are divided into two main types,
three second — types (contain the second type of five times), 47 basic types and
some representative elements. Quantities evaluation of sports tourism resources in
Hainan was preceded, and the diagram of sports tourism resources in Hainan was
drawn.
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:!-) It demonstrated some important factors influencing the behavior

characteristic of travelers for the first time

Characteristic of travelers’ behavior was investigated and analyzed. The re-
sult revealed that male visitors are slightly more than the females; most of travel-
ers are between 21 and 40 years old; among them most have high income; in
Hainan there are many return - travelers; most of the travelers choose a tour way
or arrange the tour by themselves; their spending is generally below 500 yuan.
The consumption level of sports tourism has no obvious correlation with sex, but
low correlation with family income. The teenagers and the middle — aged travelers
are the core of sports tourism market. Sports tourism market has actuality of con-
sumption with the latent need, and tendency of gradual increase.

\S) It brought up the ecosystem — typed mode of sports tourism de-

velopment in Hainan

The research found that the mode of sports tourism development in Hainan
can be divided into four types the type of resources predominance (Type
1), the type of product predominance (Type 11 ), the type of synthetically de-
veloped environmental protection (Typelll ) and the type of ecosystem features.

By investigation and analysis Hainan should definitely eliminate Type I , con-
verse Type [l , deepen Type I, and push forward Type IV. In the process of
making a choice, the standard should be clear, the way should be transitional
the contents should be creative.
