2. PEBIAYIRE (Steps in the nursing research process)

2.1 FPF A (Stating a research problem)

An investigator’s task initially involves moving from a broad area of interest to a more
circumscribed problem that specifies exactly what he or she intends to study. Most
investigators try to define their research problems as precisely as possible. A problem is
often stated in the form of a question.

If a study problem is too broad or is vague, proceeding to subsequent stages of the
process becomes very confusing. This is true even in the instance of field research and
qualitative analysis, where the study problem may emerge from the data after a researcher
enters the field. A research question is an explicit query about a problem or issue that can
be challenged, examined, analyzed, and will yield useful new information.

2.2 BBt (Selecting the research design)

A research design is a well-thought-out, systematic, and even controlled plan for
finding answers to study questions. It offers a roadmap or blueprint for organizing a study,
from methods of data collection through methods of data analysis.
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
