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Infroduction to Henan University

Henan University is located in Kaifeng, a famous historic and
cultural city and the capital of 7 dynasties of feudal China. The
university was established in 1912, then named the Preparatory
School for Future Study in Europe and America. Later, it was
renamed Zhongzhou University (1923), Henan Zhongshan Uni-
versity (1927), the Provincial University of Henan (1930). By
1942, it was renamed the National University of Henan-a
comprehensive university, one of the world-famous national
universities, with 6 colleges, namely, Art College, Science
College, Law College, Agriculture College, Engineering Col-
lege and Medical College. After the founding of new China,
the university was renamed Kaifeng Normal College, Henan
Normal University, and it resumed its original name-Henan
University in 1984, In July, 2000, a new Henan University
was set up as a result of the amalgamation of Kaifeng Medical
College, Kaifeng Normal College and Henan University.

Since its establishment in 1912, Henan University has brought up
more than 300000 specialists of different disciplines. Here, a large
number of well-known scholars and experts, such as Fan Wenlan,
Feng Youlan, Feng Jinglan, Luo Zhanglong, Guo Shaoyu, Luo
Tingguang, Xiao Yishan, Fan Yingchuan, Mao Lirui, Jiang Liangfu, Ji
Wenfu, Ren Fanggiu, performed their teaching. Among its graduates,
Hou Jingru, Yuan Baohua, Wang Guoguan, Zhao Yimin, Yin Da,
Deng Tuo, Bai Shouyi, Yang Tingbao, Zhao Jiuzhang, Gao Jiyu,
Wang Mingai, Yao Xueyin, Zhou Erfu, Ma Ke, etc. are well-known
experts, scholars or social activists. Its alumni have made, and are
making, great contribution to the development of China and the
progress of the civilization of mankind as well.

Henan University today is a comprehensive university with 10
branches of leamning, such as liberal arts, science, engineering,
economics, management, law, philosophy, education, history
and medicine. The university consists of 23 colleges and 4
public teaching departments with 67 specialities and 53 speci-
alities recruiting postgraduates of doctor or master degrees.
The university now has 22000 full-time students in campus and
3500 faculty and staff memlbers of whom are 5 ocodemicions',
176 with doctor degree and 900 professors and associate

professors. It also has a number of national experts, who have
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done special contributions special to the country outstanding
provincial experts and a group of young core teachers of
Henan Province. The university has a large library housing about
3 million books of which 170000 are thread-bound ones and
200000 books and magazines and periodicals in foreign
languages. The modern management system and electronic
reading-room have made it very convenient to borrow books
for reading. The university has the Hall of Museum with a large
number of valuable cultural relics, opening laboratories with
first-class equipments and instruments where researches in physics
and chemistry are conducted, the Calculation Center, the Test
Center, the Net Center, the Modern Technology Teaching
Department, and some other teaching and research centers.

The original area of Henan University is situated in the northeast
comer of Kaifeng. Inside the campus, fragrant flowers and green
grass are everywhere, the tfrees make pleasant shades, simple and
graceful buildings in tfraditional architecture-the Auditorium, No. 6
Building and No. 7 Building with calved beams and painted
ridgepoles, overlapped eaves and winged pavilions are provincial
historic reservations, and the buildings in modern architecture-the
Hall for Science, the Building of University Library, the Building of Art,
and the Gymnasium stand magnificently and splendidly. The cam-
pus and the Iron Pagoda of the Song Dynasty add radiance and
beauty, giving the glory of this century-old famous university.

With the deepening reform of the universities in the country,
Henan University has taken a new leap. It has established friendly
and cooperative relationship with 40 universities in 20 countries and
areas, advancing toward a comprehensive, creative and research-
oriented university. By the end of "the Tenth Five-year Plan", the
construction of a new modern campus with a floor area of about
1.5 spuare kilometers will have been completed; the university will
be much better equipped; a group of specialities, master and
doctor specialities, and post-doctor mobile stations will be set up.
Standing in Henan, facing the whole nation and opening to the
world, Henan University is fo be built into an important base for
scientific research, social services and training of advanced
