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| Summary

1. This summary outlines some major indexes and important changes of
China’s agricultural and rural economic development in 2004 described in the
chapters, and makes some forecasts about the agricultural and rural economic
situation in 2005.

2. In 2004, rural sectors produced 48. 8 percent of China’s GDP (in current
price) , increased by 0.5 percent from that of the previous year. Of China’s GDP,
primary industry accounted for 15.2 percent, increased by 0.6 percent; rural
secondary industry for 23. 7 percent, increased by 0.4 percent; rural tertiary for
10. 0 percent, decreased by 0. 4 percent.

3. In 2004, China’s GDP increased by 9.5 percent. Of the growth rate of
GDP, rural sectors contributed to 4. 45 points and accounted for 46. 8 percent of
the whole growth, an increase of 3. 6 points more than in the previous year. In
rural sectors, agriculture contributed to 0. 81 points and accounted for 8. 5 percent
of GDP growth, increased obviously from the previous year; rural secondary
industry contributed to 2. 96 points and accounted for 31. 2 percent, decreased from
the previous year; rural tertiary industry contributed to 0. 67 points and accounted
for 7. 1 percent, increased from the previous year.

4. In 2004, value added of farming, forestry, animal husbandry and fishery
reached 2074. 4 billion yuan, increased by 6.3 percent in real term, this growth
rate is 3.8 points higher than that of 2003. Of the value added of farming,
forestry, animal husbandry and fishery, farming accounted for 56. 0 percent, 0. 4

points up; forestry accounted for 4. 2 percent, 0. 6 points down; animal husbandry
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accounted for 28. 1 percent, 1. 3 points up; fishery accounted for 9. 5 percent, 0. 8
points down.

5. In 2004, of the value added of rural sectors, agriculture accounted for
30. 1 percent, an increase of 1.8 points; the secondary industry accounted for
53.2 percent, a reduction of 1.7 points; the tertiary industry accounted for 16. 7
percent, a reduction of 0. 1 points.

6. In 2004, value added of township and village enterprises ( TVEs) reached
4150 billion yuan, increased by 13. 3 percent. Of which, value added of industry
was 2920 billion yuan, increased by 13. 5 percent. In 2004, the turnover of TVEs
was 16600 billion yuan, increased by 13.1 percent; the sum of profit was 990
billion yuan, increased by 15.5 percent; the sum of taxes was 365 billion yuan,
increased by 16. 6 percent. -

7. In 2004, total value of retail sales of consumer goods in counties and areas
below counties was 1837.7 billion yuan, increased by 10.7 percent from the
previous year. It accounted for 34. 1 percent of whole society’s total value of retail
sales of consumer goods, 1 point down.

8. In 2004, oriented by market, arable farming structure was further
adjusted. The area sown to grain was 101. 61 million ha. , increased by 2. 2 million
ha. or 2.2 percent from the previous year; the area sown to cotton was 5. 69
million ha. , increased by 0. 58 million ha. or 11. 4 percent; the area sown to oil-
bearing crops was 14.52 million ha. , decreased by 0.47 million ha. or 3.1
percent; the area sown to sugar crops was 1. 57 million ha. , decreased by 0.09
million ha. or 5.5 percent; the area sown to vegetable was 17. 67 million ha. ,
decreased by 0. 29 million ha. or 1. 6 percent.

9. In 2004, output of staple agricultural products except sugar crops increased
by a big margin. In 2004, output of grain was 469. 47 million tons, increased by
38. 77 million tons or 9 percent; output of cotton was 6. 32 million tons, increased
by 30. 1 percent; output of oil-bearing crops was 30. 57 million tons, increased by
8.8 percent; output of vegetables was 549.27 million tons, increased by 1.7
percent; output of fruits was 152. 43 million tons, increased by 5 percent; and
output of sugar crops was 95. 28 million tons, decreased by 1.2 percent.

10. In 2004, total output of meat was 72. 6 million tons, 4. 7 percent higher
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than that of the previous year; output of eggs was 27 million tons, basically the
same as that of the last year; output of aquatic products was 48. 55 million tons,
increased by 3.2 percent.

11. In 2004, the prices of most agricultural products went up by a big
margin. Average price of agricultural products went up by 13.1 percent. Average
price of grain went up by 26. 2 percent. Average price of wheat and corn went up
by 31.2 and 16. 9 percent respectively; Average price of grain in main producing
areas, main consumption areas went up by 27.4 and 31.9 percent respectively.
Average price of oil-bearing crops and vegetables went up by 16. 6 and 5. 2 percent
respectively, while average price of fruits went down by 1. 4 percent. Average price
of livestock products went up by 11.1 percent. Average price of pigs and beef
cattle went up by 12.8 and 3.9 percent respectively; average price of dairy
products went up by 3.9 percent; and average price of fowl and eggs went up by
11. 8 and 12. 6 percent respectively. Average price of fishery products went up by
10. 2 percent, of which, average price of marine and freshwater products went up
by 9 and 12. 3 percent respectively.

12. In 2004, the prices of means of agricultural production increased by 10. 6
percent, of which, the price of fertilizer increased by 12. 8 percent.

13. In 2004, input per capita of households was 1032 yuan, increased by 175
yuan or 20.4 percent from that of the last year. Of the input, agricultural
production input per capita took up 829 yuan, increased by 161 yuan or 24.1
percent. Of the agricultural production input, arable farming production input per
capita took up 435 yuan, increased by 87 yuan or 25 percent; animal husbandry
production input per capita was 366 yuan, increased by 72 yuan or 24. 5 percent.

14. In 2004, the grain yield per unit established a new record, reaching
4620. 5 kg per hectare, increased by 288 kg from that of the previous year. The
increased level of yield per unit contributed 75 percent to the increase of grain
production.

15. In 2004, the grain production efficiency went up widespread. Average net
profit of grain production per mu was 270. 1 yuan, increased by 79.9 yuan or 42
percent. Average net profit of rice production per mu was 330. 6 yuan, increased

by 115. 1 yuan or 53. 4 percent; that of corn was 321. 6 yuan, increased by 114. 4
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yuan or 55. 2 percent; that of wheat was 199. 1 yuan, increased by 78.7 yuan or
65. 4 percent. Due to the increased price of grain, the net profit per mu increased
by 54.9 yuan, accounted for 69 percent in net income per mu; due to the
increased yield per unit, the net income per mu are increased by 25 yuan.

16. In 2004, of the rural laborers, agriculture accounted for 61. 6 percent,
2.2 points less than that of the last year; the secondary industry accounted for 17. 7
percent, 1.1 points more; the tertiary industry accounted for 20.7 percent,
increased by 1. 1 points.

17. In 2004, the sum of import and export of agricultural products reached
51. 42 billion US dollar, increased by 27. 4 percent from that of the previous year.
Of the sum of import and export of agricultural products, the sum of export of
agricultural products was 23. 39 billion US dollar, increased by 9. 1 percent from
the last year; the sum of import of agricultural products was 28.03 billion US
dollar, increased by 48. 1 percent. The agricultural products trade in 2004 changed
from the surplus of 2. 5 billion US dollar in 2003 to the deficit of 4. 64 billion US
dollar.

18. In 2004, farmers’net income per capita was 2936 yuan, increased by 314
yuan or 6. 8 percent in real term. This growth rate went up 2. 5 points from that of
the last year. Of the farmers’ net income per capita, income from family business
was 1746 yuan, increased by 205 yuan or 13.3 percent; income from wage was
998 yuan, increased by 80 yuan or 8. 6 percent; income from assets was 77 yuan,
increased by 11 yuan or 16.5 percent; income from transfer was 116 yuan,
increased by 19 yuan or 19. 3 percent. Of the family business income, income from
agriculture was 1398 yuan, increased by 203 yuan or 17 percent. Of the wage
income, income from working outside of residence was 398 yuan, increased by 52
yuan or 14.9 percent. In 2004, farmers’ net income per capita in main grain-
producing areas was 3025 yuan, increased by 8. 1 percent in real term.

19. In 2004, farmers’ burden of taxes and fees per capita was 38 yuan,
decreased by 30 yuan or 44. 3 percent. The burden of taxes and fees accounted for
1. 3 percent of farmers’ net income per capita in this year, and the percentage went
down 1. 3 points.

20. In 2004, farmers’ net income per capita in the eastern, central and
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western region was 3986. 8 ) 2726. 6, and 2090. 8 yuan, increased by 10.2, 14,5
and 11. O percent respectively. Income difference between the eastern and central
region, the eastern and western region was narrowed, but income difference
between the central and western region was enlarged. The ratio of farmers’ net
income per capita among the eastern, central and western region ( taking the
western region as 1) changed from 1.92 ; 1.26 . 1 in the previous year to 1. 91
1.30 : 1. Income difference among farmers was enlarged slightly. In 2004, the
Gini coefficient of farmers’ income was 0. 3692.

21. In 2004, disposable income of residents in cities and towns per capita
increased by 7.7 percent in real term. The proportion between urban and rural
residents per capita was 3. 21 1.

22. In 2004, farmers’ living expenditure per capita was 2185 yuan, increased
by 241 yuan or 7.3 percent in real term. Of the total, expenditure of food was
1032 yuan, increased by 146 yuan or 16. 5 percent, and the Engle coefficient was
47.72 percent, 1.6 points up; expenditure of housing was 324 yuan, increased by
16 yuan or 5.2 percent; expenditure of household facilities and services was 89
yuan, increased by 7.6 yuan or 9.3 percent; expenditure of transport and
communication was 193 yuan, increased by 30 yuan or 18. 5 percent; expenditure
of culture, education and recreation was 248 yuan, increased by 12 yuan or 5. 1
percent; expenditure of medicines and medical services was 131 yuan, increased
by 15 yuan or 12.8 percent. Of the expenditure of culture, education and
recreation, the tuition fee and extras was 169 yuan, increased by 4 yuan or 2.4
percent.

23. It is estimated the value added of agriculture will increase by 3 percent,
and the proportion of the value added of agriculture in GDP will fall to about 14
percent in 2005. The value added of agriculture together with that of township and
village enterprises will account for about 45 percent of GDP.

24. It is estimated the total output of grain may exceed 480 million tons in
2005. The output of most agricultural products will still increase, but the growth
rate of staple agricultural products such as grain and oil-bearing crops will be
obviously lower than that of 2004. The output of cotton and fruits may decrease,

and the output of livestock products may increase by a big margin.
