Notes on the Use of This Dictionary

1. The dictionary collects more than 2000 entries including chan-
nels and collaterals, acupoints, technique of acupuncture and moxibus-
tion, acupuncture implement, principle and method of treatment, point
prescription, acupuncture treatment for common disease, ancient acu-
puncturists, classics, versified formulas, as well as terms of basic theory
of TCM, and anatomical names concerning acupuncture. The entries are
arranged according to the sequence of Chinese phonetic alphabet, name-
ly, the sequence of Bopomofo of the first Chinese — character in which
entry, for example, the entry“FA] J&7T” can be found below the item of
“BAal” . If the initial consonants are same, the order will be arranged in
accordance with vowel. If pronunciations are identical, the order will ar-
ranged according to tone. If pronunciation and tone are exactly the
same, the next one will be considered according to the sequenee of Chi-
nese phonetic alphabet, analogy in tum. If the first word of the entry is
Arabic numerals or foreign letters(such as 1,2, etc, ), the order will ar-
ranged according to the first Chinese character next to it.

2.The editorial staff has been striving for conciseness and accura-
cy. For the terms with polysemous connotations, the separate interpreta-
tions are listed out with, “@, @, 3", etc, to denote that the same
style have different explanations. The content of paraphrase veiled mainly
on acupuncture subject. The slse is omittde.

3.In the dictionary, the write and compile methods of acupoint
name adopt “Standard Acupoint Name” inspected and approved by Acu-



point Name International Standardization Science Group of WHO head-
quarters in conference, as well as“the Position of Acupoint” approved in
June 7th, 1990 and enforced in Jan 1st, 1991 by National Technique
Supervise Bureau. Ear acupoints adopt“Name and Position of Ear Acu-
point” carried out in May Ist, 1993.

4. Indexes of the Chinese phonetic alphabet system and strokes of
Chinese — character make the dictionary more information content and

search function.
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
