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Introduction

The book contains two volumes. The first volume is titled by Exercises and Simulated
Tests. 1t is further divided into two parts. Complying with the requirements of Syllabus
Jor Chinese Proficiency Test of China ( elementary level ), over 600 exercises in the first
part are classified according to the structure of the test into three sections: listening com-
prehension, grammatical structure and reading comprehension, and are further categorized
according to the types of items. The second part provides three sets of simulated tests with
a total of 420 test items, which completely imitate Chinese Proficiency Test (elementary
“level) . All the key points tested have been addressed and explained briefly in the first
part. Users of these tests who have finished the exercises in the first part are provided
with opportunities for further practice and self-examination in order to check their Chinese
level and improve their testing-taking skills.

The second volume is called Recording Scripts, Explanatory Notes and Keys. The
notes are provided to give brief explanations about the focal grammatical points and the
usage of difficult vocabulary in the sections of grammatical structure and reading compre-
hension (the exercises with notes account for 50% of the total) . For the convenience of
foreign students, the notes have been translated into English, Japanese and Korean re-
spectively by invited language experts. The translation section can be found at the end of
the book as an appendix.

All the compilers of this book are full-time teachers of Chinese for foreigners with
rich experience in teaching and providing guidance for HSK test taking. On the one hand,
the book extensively covers the Chinese characters, vocabulary and grammatical items stu-
dents are to master specified in Syllabus for Chinese Proficiency Vocabulary and Character
Grade and Grade Standardand Syllabus of Grammar Grade for Chinese Proficiency ( class
A, class B). On the other hand, the book properly limits the language difficulty of the
simulated tests and the given choices according to Syllabus for Chinese proficiency test of
China. To accord the difficulty of the simulated tests with Syllabus, most items in the
sections of Listening Comprehension and Grammatical Structure have been tested with the
foreign students studying Chinese at Level A or B for 20 weeks in the College of Intensive
Chinese Training of Beijing Language and Culture University. By doing so, date important
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for item selection and test design were generated and reliability and validity of the test
were improved. In addition, brief explanations about the focal points and difficulties of
Chinese leamers of non-native are given based on the teaching experience of the compil-
ers. Moreover, sufficient repeated exercises are supplied. Therefore, the book not only
provides guidance to those who are to take Chinese Proficiency Test, it also help all the .
learners at elementary stage master the focal points and solve their difficult problems in
order to improve their Chinese level effectively. Meanwhile, the sufficient exercises and

explanatory notes provided in the book can also be used by teachers of Chinese.
