In order to celebrate the 30th anniversary of the founding of the People’s
Republic of China, to present the achievements of potted landscape production
in our country, to exchange skill and artistry in potted landscape making, and
to promote the art of potted landscape for a better service to the construction
of four modernizations, the Bureau of Park and Woods of the National Gen-
eral Bureau of Urban Construction holds an exhibition of potted landscape arts
in a nationwide scale in the Beihai Park, Peking, from Sept. 14 to Oct. 24,
1979.

54 units from the provinces, municipalities and autonomous regions of
Fukien, Kwangtung, Kiangsu, Chekiang, Ssuchuan, Kwangsi, Peking, Liaon-
ing, Shantung, Tientsin and Shanghai participate the exhibition.
