Foreword

The function of this book is to 1) trigger the English ideation; 2)
consult the effective handwriting skills; and 3) bridge the culture dif-
ferences between Chinese writing and western writing.

Writing is far more difficult than reading. Being able to read
newspaper effectively only means that you comprehend language; but
write effectively, means you have mastered it.

- For
our Chinese students, this process is more difficult than that of native
speakers;so many of us tend to recite the prepared passage template
which is provided by exam crackers, as a result, the composition test
is devalued to a cut-and-dry “Fill in the blanks” game. Ultimately
students sacrifice their critical and creative thinking for the instant
benefits and ruin their language competence.

This book guides readers to make sentences and sentence groups
from the given key words and structures. And by referring to the giv-
en examples readers will reinforce their English language sense and
their grammar structure.

Handwriting is highlighted in the book. In the past,by ignoring
the importance of handwriting and lacking the education on handwrit-
ing skills, students’ handwriting is not convincible and hard to recog-
nize. Following the given handwriting examples , students will learn to
write gracefully.

In fact, Handwriting is an active process, and is important to stu-
dents not only personally but also professionally. Numerous facts doc-
ument a strong relationship between handwriting competence and ca-
reer success.Effective handwriting skills enhance university students’
chances of first securing employment and then advancing in their ca-



reer.

Through this book, the differences between Chinese and Western
writing emerge to students.It is important for students to be aware of
the cultural differences and write English as the natives would.

As 1 have said before,writing is thought expressed on paper.
Therefore | the writing of different cultures will reflect the differences
in thought patterns used by those cultures.

First, in persuasive writing  the imperative is much more common
in our Chinese writings. Phrases such as “we must ...” | “you should.
.7 or “he is absolutely...” are frequently seen, which perhaps made
Westerners easily feel manipulated.

Second, in description, we use more descriptive terms and works
showing a greater degree of emotion than the Westerners. For exam-
ple, when describing a brake on a bicycle, we say. “A brake will un-
doubtedly be your necessary helper, reasonable advisor and honored
servant. Westerners would probably never give human attributes to a
bicycle brake. He would be more likely to give specific descriptions
and concrete examples. “A bicycle brake in good condition is abso-
lutely necessary and may even save your life.”

Third, Chinese writing honors the use of proverbs and set phras-
es like “no pains, no gains” and “How time flies.” while the West-
erners consider the composition is a reflection of the person who is
doing the writing. Freshness and originality are praised.

I sincerely hope this book can be your guide in the CET-4 and
CET-6 examinations.
