Abstract

It is demonstrated in the paleontology that the extinction and
variation of species is due to the abrupt break of food chains inherent in
the natural world, this is true for the origin of human beings as well.
In brief, the reasons are as follows, (1) the original food resourses
were greatly destroyed in the Quatemary glacier and the big fluvial
period, it is in the food redistribution process that the sepration
between human beings and natural world are made possible. (2) With
the disintegration of primitive public ownership in the Bronze period
and the mature of private ownership in the axial age aggravated the
violent competition on the food distribution inside the human society, it
promoted the awake of human individual spiritual life. It is in the
continuous response to the food scarcity and its distribution that
Chinese civilization has created a kind of poetic Chinese culture which
have taken ethics of life as its ontological foundation.

Owing to the pressure of food resourse distribution, the private
ownership movement actually became a time current all over the world
in the axial age. It is in the response to such pressure challenge that
the poetic wisdom commonly owned by all the human beings began to

showed its variation. The influnce of this variation upon human beings
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manifested itself on two aspects: (1) objectization of nature on the
material production level; (2) subjectivation of life on the human
beings production level. Both objectivation and subjectivation are
different responses to the harmonious human-nature relation ( unity
between nature and man) which is characteristic of the poetic wisdom.
Because of different geographical circumstances and production modes
of varoius peoples in the world, the responses were divided into the
following scholarships: ethics of death in ancient Egypt, philosophy of
death in ancient Greece, religious scholarship of death in ancient India
and the ethics of life in ancient China.

In concrete, this book intends to inquire the following contents:
From the perspective of primitive form, the original graph of the word
“poem” (shi, i¥)is the word“ % ”(si) in oracle inscription, it is the
oldest food distribution institution in Chinese civilization. The essential
character of this institution can be summed up as non-objectivation and
non-subjectivation, therefore it is the historical outcome which was
against the privatization process. Of course, in contrast to the anti-
alienation intellectual currents in the modermn world, it is a spiritual
struggle which flew retrograde to the poetic wisdom. In this sense, the
fundemental code of Chinese culture is in the Chinese poetics. From
the perspective of historical development, these tropics are narrated in
tum: genetive background, historical formation and continuity in axial
age of Chinese poetical culture. Besides, the poeticalization form of
life it provided is included also. The book purports that although the

manifestation varied in historical process, the essential poetic spirit
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which took the ethics of life as its hard core has kept constant. The
spirit can be found in the fomous expression “the great attribute of
heaven and earth is the giving and maintaining life” , the spirit is about
how to fulfill the task of releasing individual from life-death cycles of
the Dasein and realize the existential form of freedom by virtue of the
poetic wisdom which is inherent in the individual life and inherited
from primitive age.

In order to fulfill this new theoretical summary task, some new
improvements on the methodoiogy have been made in this book. The
improvements includes the following items: for example, the poetic
anthropological methodology which have combined historical archeology
with spirit phenomenology together; idiomatic cultural studies which is
complementary by traditional historical philology; the psychological
analysis method which is in parallel with logical analysis and the
theoretical method which combine the intellectual source and course
with the intellectual struggles together. The aim of my improvements is
to get rid of the overwesternized academic approaches which is current
at present and rediscover the true lifemorphosis in Chinese native land.

Just as the overseas neo-Confucianists say: another axial age will be
coming in the 21th century. Standing at this crucial historical point, I am
making ontological analysis and theoretical conclusion of the traditional
Chinese culture, my purpose is just as that “retrospect and prospect”
scholarship which the great historian Si Ma-qgian have done in the past. I
would sincerely hope that the readers could grasp the author’s true
meaning, compared with this meaning, other things are unimportant .
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
