3. No. Because Marshall acholarships finance young Americans of high ability to study for a
degree in the UK, so Chinese students at Oxford University have no chance to get Mar-
shall scholarships. Before making an application, students, especially the foreign
students, should check carefully that they are eligible to apply for a particular scholar-
ship, as most of the schemes are restricted to certain nationalities.
