Wang Xuejiao was born in Wujiang City,Jiangsu
Province in 1929. Her grandfather was a painter and
a collector of painting and calligraphy. Growing up
under the family influence,she began to study paint-
ing in 1943. When she was a little girl, she was al-
ready well known in her hometown. In 1946, she
made herself a disciple of Mr Wu gingxa,a famous
artist in Shanghai. She studied the flower-and-bird
and figure paintings with Mr Wu’s personal guiding.

Soon,she made a rapid progress with her assiduity.

" Her work “Burying Flowers”painted in 1948 was in-

cluded in Shanghai’s Art Aunual. In 1958, she ac-
knowledged two famous Beijing figure-painters, Ms
Wang Shuhui and Mr Wu Yike as her masters and
specialized in Traditional Chinese Painting of beauti-
fulAwomen. Later, she got the directions from Mr
Pan Jiezi, a famous artist and art theorist. Her artis-
tic attainments was developed little by little. In the
meantime, her “Yaoji’s Birthday Congratulations”
was sent to the exhibition at 30th anniversary of es-
tablishment of China. She excels in Traditional Chi-
nese Painting of beautiful women, carp and wild
goose. In her traditional woman figures,the lines is
smooth and the temperament is elegant. In her fish
and flower-and-bird paintings ,she creates a vivid pic-
ture of the beautiful nature. Those paintings all turn
on a unique style of clear and graceful south China.
Many of her works have been selected to exhibit in
Shanghai, Beijing, U. S. A and Japan. Her work
“Deep Feeling between Fish and Water”was collected
as a treasure of the Rostrum of Tian An Men. She
put on a solo exhibition in Beijing,in August,1994.
The amount of flower-and-bird and figure paintings
exhibited was 68 pieces. The exhibition was well re-
ceived by the viewers and spectators. She is a mem-
ber of China Artist Association, Beijing Minutely —
executed Colour Painting Association and Beijing
Zhongshan Calligraphy . Painting Society. Her
name was listed in the Dictionary of the names of
Chinese Famous Women and Dictionary of the names
of Chinese Modern Artists.
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
