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Abstract

The book is one of the textbooks for Chinese postgraduates recommended
by Office of Academic Degrees of the Ministry of Education, chiefly used as a
book of the degree course “ Marxism and Contemporary Social Thoughts” for
doctoral candidates of various disciplines and as a book of the course “ Marxist
Legal Thought” for master candidates of law. The book, based itself on the
most essential classical works of Marxist authors, expounds the legal points of
view systematically and historically from Marx to Deng Xiaoping so that the
establishment as well as the historical line of legal issues conceived in Marx-
ism, in the hope of better clarifying the cardinal principle of Marxist jurispru-
dence and its essential theoretical system. As for the methodology of researc-
hing, the author insists on the following principles: being loyal 1o the original
works, caring for the panoramic historical background; being both compre-
hensive and systematic, thorough comparison; being courageous to suspicious
before coming to rational ractification. It will help to explore into the contem-
porary significance of the classical legal thoughts of Marxism, and lead post-
graduates to innovate the conventional jurisprudence to bring about the mod-

ernization of the legal thoughts of Marxism.
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
