The Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe has approved a permanent group to
be established in Russia’s separatist Chechen Republic. A six member team is to be based in
Grozny, the Chechen captial. It is to guarantee delivery of aid, work for an end to the fighting and
help prepare for free elections. The team is to begin operations later this month. In Chechenia,
fierce fighting continues. Russian troops are shelling Chechen forces outside the towns of

Achoy-Martan and Samachky. Russian bombing raids also are reported in southeastern Chechenia.
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
