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Abstract

Based on a large-scale survey research on marital power, this thesis first describes
the marital power status in urban Chinese families and analyses the affecting factors of
it, employing traditional framework and research methods. During the analyzing
process, demonstrates some “disputes of truth”: discrepancy between subjective and
objective meagurement of marital power, the different layers of family decisions.
Through philosophical reflection, this thesis epochés the traditional problems of marital
power and transforms them into interpreting marital power operation in daily life world.
Employing Foucault* s concept of power, within theoretical framework of
phenomenology, the thesis tries to construct a new perspective to study marital power in

process.
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
