Preface

Ever since the founding of the People's Republic of China, the work on
cultural relics has received much attention of the Party and the Govenment,
especially of the late Premier Zhou Enlai. From the 50's to early 60's, many
efforts were made by the governmental organizations in purchasing cultural
relics and in formulating regulations to stop all loopholes of export. Out of
patriotism, many private collectors contributed their art treasures to the
State. As a result, the works of painting and calligraphy in the collections of
many museums increased greatly in number. Groups for authentication were
formed in various localities to meet the requirements. However, with the
decade of turbulence and the passing of Premier Zhou, work on authentica-
tion was suspended. After the political change of historic importance in
1979, rectification has been carried out in all fields, including the work on
cultural relics. The compilation of the “Catalogue of Chinese Ancient Rare
Books”, a behest of Premier Zhou, has reached its final stage. Recently, the
task of authentication of works of Chinese ancient painting and calligraphy
has won deep concern of Gu Mu, Member of the State Council, and Deng
Liqun, Head of Propaganda Department of the Central Commmittee of the
Communist Party of China. It was approved by the Propaganda Department
of the Central Committee of CPC in June,' 1983 to organize the Group for
the Authentication of Ancient Works of Chinese Painting and Calligraphy un-
der the Administrative Bureau of Museums and Archeological Data, Min-
istry of Culture. The task of the Group is to carry out comprehensive, sys-
tematic investigation and authentication, as well as the compilation of cata-
logues, illustrated catalogues and large-format pictorials.

The functions of the Group include the following four points; (1) to in-
vestigate the conditions of relevant collections in museums and cultural organ-
izations throughout the country; (2) to assist various organizations in clas;
sification of collections according to quality and authentication as to genuine-
ness; (3) to authenticate also private collections; and (4) to contribute to
relic preservation, to raise the scientific level of researchon art history by

supplying abundant materials, and to train and build up a contingent of



middle-aged and young connoisseurs of painting and calligraphy.

The results of authentication will be published in three sets, each in a
number of volumes; (1) “Catalogue of Authenticated Works of Ancient Chi-
nese Painting and Calligraphy”, which includes all the works authenticated as
good and genuine; (2)“Illustrated Catalogue of Selected Works of Ancient
Chinese Painting and Calligraphy”, with black-and-white reproductions; and
(3) books in large formats with fine reproductions in color and explanations,
showing the best and most important works out of the items listed in the illus-
trated catalogue.

The works of authentication, cataloguing and publication will be carried
out side by side, and the catalogues will be published volume by volume ac-
cording to the sequence of authentication. In each catalogue, the entries will
be grouped according to the preserving organizations. Within each group, the
works will be listed in the time order of the artists. A comprehensive index
will be published as the last volume of each set.

Apart from the collections preserved by various organizations, works in
private collections confiscated during the decade of turbulence have also been
authenticated. These works will be returned to the respective owners in ac-
cordance with the policy of the Party and the Government. Therefore, the
authentication work began with these works, and afterwards with the regular
collections of various museums. ‘

The authen_tication work will be completed as expected under the con-
cern and support of the leaders and staffs of relevant organizations, to whom
we are gratefully indebted to.

Guide to the Use of the Catalogue

1. The authentication of works of ancient Chinese painting and calligraphy has been based
on the principle of eliminating the false and retaining the true, and disregarding the dross and
selecting the essential. All valuable works worthy of preservation among the genuine ones have
been listed in this catalogue.

2. The items marked with “A” in this catalogue will be published as “Illustrated Catalogue
of Ancient Chinese Works of Painting and Calligraphy,” with black—and—white reproductions
showing the selected works.

3. The best ones of the selected works included in the illustrated catalogue will be pub-
lished in large format with color reproductions.

4. For most cases, the authenticators agreed unanimously on the decisions. However, in ex-
ceptionary cases, when the authenticators had different views, their opinions are given in the
footnotes for the reader’s reference and further study for implementing the policy of* letting a
* hundred schools of thought contend.”

5. For the items long been known as authentic since Song, Yuan, Ming and Qing dynasties,
the original titles and names of artists have been retained in this catalogue. Different views in
this respect of member of the Authentication Group have also been included in the footnotes.]

6. For a collective work or and album of works of a number of artists, only the name of the
first artist is included in the title, with the names of other artists in the footnotes.

7. In case when the lifetime of an artist spaned beyond the end of a certain dynasty, the tra-
ditional attribution has been adopted. For example, all the works of Wang Shimin are listed
under Qing (iynasty in spite of the fact that some of his works were done in the previous
dynasty. ' '

8. For some works without signatures or seals, or the times of the works or artists uncertain,
they are listed at the end of a certain period respectively according to the style of works pending
further investigation.

9. As this catalogue was prepared side by side with authentication, the times of the artists

or works may not be strictly in their chronological order. They will be revised in the next edi-
tion, if any.
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
