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Abstract

Environmental problem, an research subject undertaken in va-
rious disciplines, has been an incréasingly crucial element affecting
the survival of human beings. But an philosophical illumination and
grasping of the environmental problem in term of its unique signifi-
cance and value is becoming more and more distinct and theoretical-
ly grounded among other academic approaches.

Various efforts have been made to cope with problems con-
cerning the improvement of environment. Environmental adminis-
tration which is imperative but insufficiently valued is considered
the lifeline of the environmental protection in contemporary China,
Despite the fact that we are already trapped in this problem, we
tend to believe that to understand and illuminate environment and
environmental administration is not only a academic affair but also
a means to save human beings and nature, How to solve the prob-
lems related to environment and its administration requires a revo-
lution in administrative ideology whose success lies in the reform of
ideology as well as in the establishment of a new ideology.

Marxists think that world outlook, which includes people’s

view to the whole society, is the overall view about the world, and
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that it is the sum total of the view on nature, social history, eth-
ics, aesthetics, and science. Philosophy is the theoretical expres-
sion of the world outloock, and today it is extensively used to indi-
cate a certain field. What I want to stress is that the new concept
of the world outlook put forward in this writing is understood in a
broad sense. It is now universally acknowledged that the current
critically confronted environmental problem is essentially a problem
concerning world outlook. Facing the anxiety and crisis caused by
the environmental problem, philosophers are obliged to be commit-
ted to consider this problem in terms of the concept of world out-
look and try to relieve the conflict and to unfold a new life image
from a fresh world outlook perspective, This writing argues that a
difference in world outlook will lead to different academic approach
"and value criteria, We believe that we should admit the existence of
this difference and a formalized, fixed view to world outlook will
result in a failure to understand the world from a new scope.

An ideological construction of the contemporary environmental
administration equals to the establishment and the development of
a new world outlook. The theory of contempotary environmental

administration is constructed on the basis of ecology, economy,

philosophical ethics ( modern environmental ethics), law, and ad--

ministration. On the other hand, the ecological world outlook, as a
new world outlook, is not a specific environmental problem but a
transformation of the world outlook domain: from “subject-object”
to “subject-object-subject”, and this change of form is a new ex-
pression of the materialist world outlook and at the same time it is
a response to the postmodern environmental problem. The new
world outlook, as a developing outlook, whose contents will fully
be established and analyzed in this writing.

This writing centers round the following contents; the first

chapter contains a philosophical illumination of the environmental

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administration theory which covers the concepts of environment,
administration, and environmental administration. The second
chapter presents a recall and criticism of the ideology of environ-
mental administration which should be regarded as the center of
humankind, and a critical analysis here revolves around the tradi-
tional views, the humanistic ideology and its significance as well as
the development of the environmental administration. The third,
fourth and fifth chapters which are the core of this writing deal
with the basic concepts of the environmental administration. Envi-
ronmental administration is not a unilateral but a cross-discipline
approach which covers scientific ecological views, environmentally
related broad, developing ethical views. The sixth chapter, which
is about the behavior philosophy, serves as the conclusion of this
writing, and its contents contain “rational ecological man” which
means the conducts of the government, the enterprise and the pub-
lic as well as the new subject of the environmental administration.
