sonant that begins the syllable and the latter is the rest of the syllable.

it should be omitted, e.g. “mi”, “Jing”. When “iu” or “uUi” comes, the tone-mark
should be placed above the terminal vowel, e.g. “li0”, “gui”.

In standard Chinese pronunciation, there are a number of syllables that lose their o-
riginal tones and are pronounced soft and short. This is known as the neutral tone which is

identified by the absence of a tone-mark, e.g. “xiéxie, b keqi”.
