Super Star

August 29, 1958, was an ordinary day. But it became quite
different because of the birth of Michael Jackson, late known as
“the King of Pop”. The so-called Michael Jackson (MJ as well) is
an  American musician, entertainer, and global idol whose
Successful career and controversial personal life have taken
over the conversation for almost 50 years.

Everyone on the planet knows Michael Jackson, widely
regarded as one of the greatest entertainers and one of the
most popular recording artists in history. What he is particular
good at is his complicated and weird “Robot Dance” and
“Moonwalk”. These unique dance movements, which seem to
contend with gravitation, have created a pop trend. While his

{’«?}greatest achievement in the music industry is the revolutionary

@< transformation of music videos, so-called MTV., which established
high-profile album releases and sales as a new trend +to
generate substantial profits for the record companies during
the 1980s. Meanwhile he became the first black entertainer who
set the trend of MTV. His unique music style, weird dances, and
distinguishing vocals have inspired, influenced, and gestated a
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whole generation of rock, pop, and R&B music producers and
singers. He was symbolically named the “Most Successful
Entertainer of All Time” by “Guinness World Records”.

Jackson cut a figure in music at the age of seven, as the
white hope of The Jackson Five. He released his first solo single,
“Got to Be There” in 1971, when he was still a member of the
group. In his career as a solo singer, Jackson recorded and co-
produced the best-selling album of all time, “Thriller”, which has
worldwide sales exceeding 590 million till now. After “Thriller”, he
persevered in an effort to release internationally chart-topping
albums one after another like “Bad” (1987), “Dangerous” (1991),
“History” (1995), and “Invincible” (2001), his latest album of fully
original materials. Jackson has received thirteen Grammy
Awards and thirteen No.1 singles in the United States, much
more than any other male artist in the Hot 100 Era. In November
2006, the World Music Awards announced that Jackson's records
had been sold over 750 million units worldwide. So Jackson is
really worthy of “the best-selling music artist” of all time.

As “the King of Pop”, he may be one of the brightest super
stars for beneficence. For several times, he organized and took
part in the big concerts for fundraising for those African victims
and donated all the money earned each time. None of his songs,
such as “We Are the World”, “Heal the World”, and “Earth
Song”, can have household name without his distinctive voice and
personality.
