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Abstract

The main subject is to organize the history of Zhou-yi by
arranging and developing the original textbook and commen-
taries of Zhou-yi and historically authorized theories about
them . These volumes cover the historical period fromPre-Qin
to the 18" century, the Qing‘ Dy%ty of Qing-jia and find out
main clues to the implicative Waﬁs 'of thinking -in the doctrine
of Universe (cosmdlagy) and that of Qriginal Substance (on-
tology) , which are partlcularly focnsed as the Chinese world-
view. Furthermore from the vnewpomt of the Chinese Scrip-
tures History, these volumes describe the outstanding charac-
