Brief Account of Education in the UK

In the UK, education is free and compulsory for children up to the age of 16. Children usually attend the school nearest to their home.
In some places there are residential schools ,but many children do not choose to attend this kind of school because they have to pay for it.
The education system is divided into three stages: primary education (up to age 11), secondary education (up to age 16) and tertiary
education( for those over the age of 16). Children start school at the age of five and must continue, at least, until the age of 16. There is a
national curriculum and there are two levels of national examinations that students take at the age of 16 and 18. If students are successful in
the examinations, they can go to universities or colleges.

Most schools teach in English, but some schools in Wales have lessons in Welsh to make sure of the survival of the Welsh language and

culture.

—In England over 50 percent of three and four-year-old children attend nursery school,in Wales more than 70 percent,in Scotland
about 38 percent,and in Northern Ireland around 15 percent.

We
also had different students in some classes, so it was difficull to
remember all the faces and names.

I found the homework was not as heavy as what I used to get in my
old school,but it was a bit challenging for me at first because all the
homework was in English. T felt lucky as all my teachers were very
helpful and 1 enjoyed all my subjects; English, History, English
Literature, Computer Science, Maths, Science, PE, Ant, Cooking and
French.

My English improved a lot as I used English every day and spent an
hour each day reading English books in the library. I usually went to the
Computer Club at lunchtime so 1 could e-mail mg.f family and friends
back home for free. 1 also had an extra French class on Tuesday
evenings. Uooking was really fun as I learned how to buy, prepare and

cook food. At the end of term we held a class party and we all had to

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cook something. | was glad that all my classmates enjoyed the cake that I

made.

Students at that school have to study Maths, English and Science, but
can drop some subjects if they don’t like them,for example, History, French
and Art. They can choose other subjects like Woodwork, Computer Science
or Languages such as Spanish and German. In Woodwork class | made a
small table. Though it didnt look like a table when it was finished, I still

liked it very much.

I missed Chinese food a lot at lunchtime. British food is very different.
British people eat lots of desserts after their main meal. After lunch, we

usually played on the school field.

Sometimes 1 played football with the boys. Sometimes | just relaxed

under a tree or sat on the grass.

I was very lucky 1o experience this different way of life, and I really

hope that someday I can go back and study in Manchester again.
