ABSTRACT

We can’t let the traditional thing pass out of our mind. For one
thing Marxism can’ t be passed out of our mind, and for another
Chinese tradition can’t be passed out of our mind, either. Tradi-
tional culture is the fresh headwaters of Chinese advanced culture.
In order to represent the marching direction of advanced culture all
the time, our Party must conform to the historical trend of the times
and obey the law of being in power, carrying forward the traditional
culture critically, scooping out its realistic value, pushing forward its
modernized process. The ruling party’s construction is a giant and
hard project, therefore all the advantages must be made of to better
the Party’ s construction. In the meanwhile, Chinese traditional cul-
ture has been deeply integrated into Chinese nation’ s ideological
consciousness and behavior norm, even changed into a kind of peo-
ple’s inner cultural mind and personality, and permeated into all the
quarters of social life. Traditional culture has not only profound ef-
fect on building of the Party and the early times of the Party’s con-
struction, but also use for reference and important inspiration on the
ruling party’s construction in the new conditions.
