Foreword

Industrial heritage is a carrier of human industrial civilization and integral part of a city’s cultural heritage.

One hundred and sixty years ago, Shanghai as a trading port embarked upon a long course in founding and developing modern industries, with a
rich heritage handed down that boasts large quantity, wide scope and good quality. Material and spiritual wealth rarely seen in China, these
remains deserve care and attention from people of all arenas.

The birth and growth of modern industrial system helped and marked the City’s development from a common county to a unique metropolis.
Early in 1930s, Shanghai already became a light industry base, a financial and trading center, a transportation and shipping hub, the second
largest city in the Far East, and the fifth largest in the world. Many modern industries can be traced in Shanghai, which include steel-and-iron
making, shipbuilding, machinery, transport, military, power, gas, water, chemicals, textile, printing. grain processing, tobacco, pharmaceuticals,
and food. The survey, study and protection of industrial heritage started earlier in Shanghai. Early in 1958, Shanghai Administration of Cultural
Heritage took part in compiling the book Manuscript of Shanghai Modern Architecture History, which involved a lot of investigation and
tesearch, Some industrial heritage in Shanghai, such as waterworks, power plants and gas works, accounted for major contents of the
investigation. From 1980s on with the increasing State-government’s emphasis on protecting modern heritage remains, a large-scale survey and
multi-angle study of Shanghai modern heritage remains has been carried on by Shanghai Administration of Cultural Heritage, under a joint
effort of Shanghai Urban Planning Administration, Shanghai Real-Estate Administration, Tongji University, and so forth. On this base, more
than one hundred industrial heritage remains have been acknowledged in succession by the government since 1989, which are ranked three
levels, Heritage Architecture under the Protection of the State Government, Shanghai Municipality, and various local bodies, Historic
Architecture of Modern Shanghai, and Registered Immovable Heritage.

With the rapid growth of Chinese economy, we have to face an urgent need to protect industrial heritage. The State Administration of Cultural
Heritage released the Notice on Strengthening the Protection of Industrial Heritage in 2006 and the State Council released the Notification on
the Third-Time Pan-China Investigation of Cultural Heritage in 2007, both of which targeted industrial heritage as our major work. These two
notifications marked the investigation, study and protection of Shanghai industrial heritage entering upon a new phase.

Shanghai Administration of Cultural Heritage, under the guidance of State Administration, has carried on a full-scale survey of industrial
heritage in Shanghai thereafter. Incorporating the survey information obtained through the past years, the catalogue includes 290 industrial
heritage remains, to welcome in Shanghai the forthcoming On-the-Spot Meeting for Protection and Re-use of China Industrial Heritage. the
heritage people involved also hope that this catalogue will help push the investigation, evaluation, identification, study, protection and re-use of
Shanghai industrial heritage.

In 1818, Samuel Wadsworth Russell, an
American entrepreneur and trader, founded
Russell & Co. in Guangzhou, Canton. The
company was later renamed Bandinel &
Co., dealing mostly in shipping, wharfs,
warehousing, silks and teas. The largest and
most important American trading house in
China, it monopolized the Yangtze River
shipping for a long time. The existing
architecture of the company features brick-
and-stone construction built in 1846, with
two stories and 1,120 m’ in floorage. The
architecture is of veranda style typically seen in
modern Shanghai.

In 1865, Li Hongzhang, Zeng Guofan and Rong
Hong, co-founded the arsenal in Hongkou
District before it moved to the current address
in 1867. The arsenal dealt mostly in producing
guns and artillery, plus shipbuilding. In
1905, the shipbuilding business was renamed
Kiangnan Dock while the rest still under the
name of Arsenal. After the 1911 Revolution,
Kiangnan Dock changed its name into
Kiangnan Shipyard. In 1932 when the Arsenal
closed down, its equipment was handed over
to the Kiangnan Shipyard. In 1953, Kiangnan
Shipyard was renamed Jiangnan Shipyard,
with a site area of 722,000 m” and a floorage
of 366,000 m”. The existing architecture of
the Shipyard includes Dock No. 2 (dated
1872), a commanding building and an aircraft
manufacturing workshop (both dated 1931),
a Headquarters building (dated 1939), and its
Translation Department (dated the Republic of
China).

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In 1862 Li Hongzhang founded Kiangnan
Arsenal in Shanghai. In 1870 Ding Richang
and Feng Junguang co-established this
ammunition plant as one of the earliest arms
factories in China, named then Longhua Black
Powder Plant. Offices were set up inside
this plant in succession, including Songhu
Garrison Command, Songhu Executive Body
and KMT Songhu Garrison Command. The
existing architecture, known as the iron column
building, was the earliest foundry in the
Arsenal, as it was constructed in 1876, with
933 m’ in floorage. It features an iron roof truss
resting on twelve iron columns.
