This book provides foreign students of the Chinese written lan-
guage with a systematic method of acquiring a working vocabulary of
characters. Although it explains the meanings of characters by trac-
ing them to the ancient forms, it is not a technical work on etymology.
It is designed purely for pedagogic purposes—as a text by means of
which the written language of China may be grasped with the least
possible effort.

The work is the result of many years’ experience in a course on
Chinese offered by the author to the Department of Missionary Train-
ing of the Fukien Christian University and is based upon such
Chinese sources as the Shuo Wén (gt 3¢), the Liu Shu Tung (5% & M),
the Frh Ya (ff #£), the K‘ang Hsi Dictionary (B¢ BR &2 L), and
the Ts‘u Yuan (&} 3#). It contains about 1,300 characters minutely
explained and analyzed. Under every character are given its ancient
¢‘seal form,” its pronunciations in Mandarin, Foochow and Amoy dia<
lects, its meaning in English, and an analysis of its component parts to
ascertain the reason why the word has acquired its present significance
and sound. Of these 1,300 characters, 176 are taken as basic studies,
and the remaining 1,100 and more characters are grouped under the
former as “related forms.”” A table of about 3,200 more characters,
grouped under those already discussed, is appended to the body of the
toxt for extended study. 'I{ms, while & beginner can easily approach
the book through the 176 basic characters as an introduetory step, the
advanced student will be enabled to make himself thoroughly ac-
quainted with approximately 4,500 characters—as many as any foreign
student of Chinese may find it necessary to acquire.

An introduction explaining the nature of this work, how it should
be studied, and some general principles for studying Chinese, is given
atthe beginning. This is followed by an historical sketch of the devel-
opment of the Chinese characters  illustrated by a chart showing
the different steps of their evolution. The sketch and the chart are
both the result of patient research and are of much help to students
who wish to gain some knowledge of the history of the Chinese lan-
guege. These, together with some useful appendices and an index of
the characters, make the work still more helpful to foreign students.
