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Abstract

Since the First China National Sample Survey on Disability in
1987, the quantity, structure, distribution, causes of disability and
life situation have changed greatly. In order to have their updated
information, and provide reference to make plan on the cause for the
people with disability as well as establish relevant laws and policies for
them, the State Council approved to conduct the Second China
National Sample Survey on Disability.

The survey is consisted of three parts: household survey,
individualsurvey and community survey. The content of the survey
include the situation of the sampled households and individuals, with
an emphasis on the causes of disability, life situation, and their main
needs. The screening and grading of disability is according to the
" Disability Screening Method of the Second National Sample Survey
on Disability" .

After completion of enumeration and recheck in all sampled
provinces, autonomous regions and municipalities directly under the
Central Government, 99 sampling areas were selected randomly for
re — enumeration in accordance with the Post Survey Quality Check
Measures. The results of this quality check showed that the omission
rate of the resident population was 1. 31 per thousand, the omission
rate of the disabled population was 1.12 per thousand, and the
permitted error of proportion of disabled population to the total national
population is 0. 97 per thousand, all within the permission of the

sample design. An evaluation on the survey procedures and data
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quality shows that the Survey is successful and the data are reliable.

Based on the data from the Second National Sample Survey on
Disability, this report conducts a multi — aspects and multi — dimensions
analysis from seven perspectives, such as the basic characteristics of
sampled population, the disability level, scale and distribution of
national population, causes of each type of disability, activities and
participation of disabled people, and the situation of barrier — free
infrastructure all over the country.

According to the output of analysis, this report raises issues that
need discussion in the process of developent caused for the disabled
people from academic perspective, and provide policy suggestions
such as to improve our knowledge of the cause for disabled persons; to
strengthen the social security for them and improve their life standard ;
to push forward the education status for them; to provide them with job
opportunities in order to help them be self — supported; to promote
community service for them with a goal of " Rehabilitation Service for

everyone " ; to constructdisability prevention system, and to control
incidence and development of disability; to build harmonious
marriages and families for them; to protect their basic rights; to
improve the capacity of service for them; to develop barrier — free
falilities according to our economic development, and to set up laws
and regulations to protect the construction of such infrastructure ; and
to empower themselves to participate in the society, with an

expectationthat can provide strong statistic and policy support for our

country$ cause for people with disability.
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
