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Abstract

Stalin’s thinking on the building of socialism means a series of the-
ories, lines,principles and policies set by Stalin who led the central col-
lective leadership of CPS in succession on the basis of Lenin that after
the October Revolution, During the course of exercising leadership of
the Soviet Communist Party and the Soviet Union regime in the Soviet
Union to establish a socialist system and the building of the socialist e-
conomy, political, and cultural process, he made a theoretical summary
of the practice evolving specific period of time, with the characteristics
of the times and national characteristics on what is socialism and how to
build socialism. As the world’s first actual leader of socialist construc-
tion, Stalin though, analyzed, summarized and reflected the various
" problems encountered during the cause of building socialism by leading
the Soviet people and wrote a large number of unique ideological theo-
retical writings which made significant contribution to the Soviet social-
ist construction. However, compared to the study of the theories of
other scientific socialism thinkers, the study of Stalin’ s theoretical
thinking is a weak link in a long time. This situation is not conducive to
people to understand the theory of scientific socialism correctly. More
than a decade after the breakup of the Soviet Union, in the context of
great changes in Russian society such as ethnic separatism, the collapse

of the economy, the decline of the standard of living and in china where
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building socialism with Chinese characteristics has made great achieve-
ments in reform and opening up and has entered a crucial period ,it is of
great theoretical and practical significance by studying the most impor-
tant part of the Stalin’s theoretical thinking — on the thinking of the
theory of building socialism in—depth.

In this paper, to study and elaborates Stalin’s thinking on the
building of socialism is on the basis of analyzing the formation of condi-
tions and the development process rounding on what is socialism, the
Soviet Union could be built into socialism and how to build socialism.

Any birth of the theory thinking is the production be produced in a
particular environment and the objective specific social and historical
conditions. Stalin’s thinking on the building of a socialist is just so.

The formation of conditions of Stalin’s thinking on the building of
socialism including the historical background that the threat of war and
the international anti— communism and the complex social environment
of the Soviet Union. ; the theoretical background that differences in the
understanding of socialist construction in the CPS; the ideological roots
that Stalin’s personal way of thinking of socialism of Marxism and Len-
inism, and of the impact of the Russian national spirit. In depth analysis
of the ideological formation and development is very important for us to
understand Stalin’s thinking on the building of socialism.

When concluding and thinking about how to build socialism, there
exist the issue of a Soviet socialism could be built into. The issue inher-
ently includes of the understanding of what is socialism. Thoughts and
conclusion on the issue is logical starting point of Stalin’s “one country
be build into socialism” ideology. Stalin’s “one country be build into so-

cialism” ideclogy is proposed in the background of surroundings of inter-




national capitalist and the struggle between abroad and domestic capital-
ist and socialist elements, in the continuing dispute with the opposition.
The connotation of the thinking is that the Soviet Union could be build
into a socialist country by defeating on the national bourgeoisie in the
political and making the socialist transformation of peasants in the eco-
nomic while surrounded by capitalism. There exists different under-
standing of this ideology in theoretical circles. This article holds that
Stalin’s “one country be build into socialism” ideology inherits Leninism
on socialist construction in the backward countries from its real meaning
and historical role. The ideology improves the theory which Lenin does
not have enough time to fully expounded and it is a product of history.
It made a great contribution to consolidate the fruit of October Revolu-
tion and mobilize the enthusiasm of the people of the Soviet Union to
made socialist construction. Only because of Stalin’s error understand-
ing of the development stage of socialism and the error understanding of
the concept of the socialist, the ideology resulting the extension and
falsehood from Stalin’s “one country be build into a socialist” ideology
to “the communist transition” thinking . We can not negate the rational
of Stalin’ “one country be build into socialism” ideology because of the
