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Abstract

Stepping out of the shadow of the global financial crisis, the theme is the first
transition in the Yangtze River Delta in 2010. Theses years, the Yangtze River Delta
region has being on a rapid growth, and the prior advantage of the Policy is weakening.
Meanwhile, the cost of the land, resources, and labor constraints restrict the
development. The traditional extensive economic growth model is no longer
sustainable , the rate of economic growth becomes slower. From the second quarter of
2009, under the encourage significant investment effect on the global economic, the
Yangtze River Delta is growing better and better. Another better opportunity of the
region is that the Regulations ( “Shanghai should speed up the development of modern
service industry and advanced manufacturing building , the international financial center
and the international transport center” ) has been issued in April 2009.

As the highest level of China’s city-regin, the Yangtze River Delta should be the
leader of new transition in response to the financial crisis. The book focuses on the leader
