The thesis concludes the development
history, consides the brilliant of ancient Jingdezhen’s blue and white art has important rela-
tionship with Jingdezhen’s suitable nature resource, unique area environment, the copromote
of civilian kiln and emperor kiln, fine and close specialization and ancient potters are good
at inheriting and bringing forth new ideas. The decline of modern times Jingdezhen’s blue
and white porcelain has close relationship with the change of social environment, the
turbulance of modern Chinese policy, the fail of economy. Jingdezhen’s losing of advan-
tages is also an important reason. On the basis of conclude the experience of the develop-
ment history of Jingdezhen’s blue and white porcelain art. The author points out the major
contradiction that the Jingdezhen traditional porcelain indurtries have to face in modern
time is inheritance and bring forth new ideas. At present with new situation, try to recover
the brilliant of ancien Jingdezhen’s blue and white porcelain is unrealizable, it is wrong to
oppose inheritance and bring forth new ideas, how to make a good inheritance and bring
forth new ideas, finds the best integrate point are the key for the development of Jingdezheng’
blue and white porcelain. The life force of Jingdezhen’s blue and white porcelain art is the
power of inheritance plus bringing forth new ideas, only when the power of inheritance and
bringing forth new ideas both strong, the life force of Jingdezhen’s blue and white porcelain
art can become really strong.
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
