Abstract

30 years of reform and opening up has made great achievements on economic and
social development of China. At the same time, the income gap among Chinese resi-
dents is also growing. According to estimates, the Gini coefficient at the beginning of
China’s reform was 0.3, however, it reached 0. 509 in 2007. What impacts has the
rapid deterioration of Income distribution on the human capital formation and then
China’s economic growth? It is the question that the academic scholars and policy-mak-
ers must answer.

The core issue in this paper is; How does the income inequality influence a
country’s economic growth by affecting the human capital formation and accumulation?
What “paths” does income inequality take to effect the formation and accumulation of
human capital?

The traditional theory of income distribution is mainly focusing on how the economic
development effects income distribution. It is believed that there is a trade-off between the
economic growth and equitable distribution. It will necessarily effect the income distribu-
tion if economic growth is emphasized. But in the last two or three decades, the newest
research questions the traditional theory, and even proposes opposite opinions. It is be-
lieved that more emphasis on income distribution as well as emphasizing economic growth
can not slow economic growth, on the contrary, it can speed up economic growth.

Income inequality effects economic growth through a variety of channels. The basis of
research includes the Political and Economic Model, Imperfect Capital Markets Model ,
Consumer Demand Models, Macroeconomic Volatility Model and the Human Capital
Model and so on. However, this article focuses on how the income inequality affects the
formation and accumulation of human capital, and then affects the economic growth.

Based on the OLG model by Becker and others, this paper mainly studies the im-

pact of income inequality on the human capital accumulation of the individual and socie-
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ty as a whole. The conclusion is that the initial income inequality on individuals and so-
ciety as a whole has significant impact on the investment on human capital if the market
is not perfect.

Based on China’s data, the paper studies the influence of income inequality on ed-
ucativon, health, migration and other forms of human capital formation and accumula-
tion. The basic conclusions are; 1) the greater the degree of income inequality is, the
less years of education per capita will be. 2) Income inequality (such as urban-rural
income ratio) has significant impact on individual health, according to either the mor-
tality or the number of doctors per thousand people as the health indicators. 3) In gen-
eral, the effect of income inequality on population migration in China is likely to be
non-linear: The smaller the degree of income inequality is, the more population will
move into an area; the influence of income inequality on the migration out of an area is
not significant. The implied conclusion is that the high degree of income inequality will
not facilitate migration.

The' contents and methods of the study follow the ideas of “descending” and “from
small to big”. Adhering to Marxism and the guidance of scientific development, this pa-
per integrated the basis of economic theory of political economy, institutional econom-
ics, macroeconomics, microeconomics, development economics, econometrics, game
theory and so on. The following methods are used;: 1) Combination of normative and
empirical approach. 2) Combination of analysis and synthesis method. 3) Combination
of the qualitative analysis with quantitative analysis.

The innovations of this paper are listed below: Firstly, the paper answers the fol-
lowing questions directly, including, whether the income inequality has impact on hu-
man capital formation, and through what channels an income distribution can influence
economic growth. In the second place, based on the existing research, the study ex-
pands the mechanism of the effects of income inequality on human capital formation,
such as education, training, health and migration. Finally, in methods, the paper
tries to combine research methods of modern economics, including theoretical analysis,

construction model, data testing and institutional analysis, marginal analysis, etc.
