Foreword 1

Architecture, as a concrete form of art, bears strong historical significance.
Through the study of ancient architecture, we can better comprehend a region’s process
of development and understand the cultural heritage in a more explicit manner. Such
understanding of history can help us set clear goals for the future, enrich our city’s
culture, and effectively raise its comprehensive competitiveness.

The long history of Yiwu boasts glorious architectural culture. Some asserts
Yiwu’s ancient architecture sprouted in the Qin and Han Dynasties, matured
in the Tang and Song Dynasties, and refined in the Ming and Qing Dynasties.
However, the origin of Yiwu’s ancient architecture can actually be traced back to
periods much earlier. According to research, from as early as the Neolithic Age
to the Spring and Autumn Period and the Warring States Period, our ancestors
ended troglodytism and constructed aboveground overhead wooden structure with
materials such as clay, wood and stone. Therefore, the primitive architecture of
ancient Yiwu has been, since its date of birth, in close connection with Wu-Yue
architectural culture, and has gradually formed its own architectural culture with
distinctive features. With the elapse of time, architecture of various forms and
characteristics, especially temples, nunneries, Taoist abbeys, bridges, pavilions,
small terraced buildings, storied buildings, towers and gardens, emerged in great
quantity during the Tang and Song Dynasties. Representative pieces during this
period include Da’an Temple Tower built in the fourth year of Daguan Reign
(1110) in the North Song Dynasty and Guyue Bridge built in the sixth year of
Jiading Reign (1213) in the South Song Dynasty. Guyue Bridge, as a listed
National Cultural Heritage site, is the oldest stepped stone arch bridge preserved
in China. During the Ming and Qing Dynasties, architecture of Yiwu was honed
to perfection with workmen from Anhui Province, Jiangxi Province and Fujian
Province, especially from neighboring counties and cities, bringing to it various
architectural techniques and styles. Through communication, advantages of each
style are combined and a distinctive artistic style of Yiwu architecture was formed.
Zhejiang style, Anhui style, Jiangxi style and Hakka style are combined in the
massing, structure and wall decoration of preserved Ming and Qing architecture,
especially the Mount Huang Octahedral Hall, which is an extraordinary work of art
in ancient Chinese architecture. In Chinese Residential Architecture, it is praised
as “with excellent quality of bricks, stones and sculptures, magnificent but not

tawdry, revealing delicacy in a modest style.” Its wooden sculpture in particular is
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considered as the peak of perfection, with every type of wooden materials put into use and every
sculpture showing exquisite workmanship. Rong’an Hall at Yaduan Village is of equal excellence.
Many literati also took part in the design of such architecture, such as Zhu Yixin Residence,
adding poetic features to its style.

The ancient architecture has recorded the evolution of the “diligent farm work, curiousness in
learning, integrity and courage, and honesty and tolerance” spirit of Yiwu, revealing the prosperity
and development of Yiwu’s traditional commercial culture of “recognition of commerce and
loyalty.” It has also witnessed Yiwu’s long history, especially the great changes during the 30
years of reform and opening. History has made us further realize the significance and urgency of
protecting ancient architecture. With the support from all social forces, staff in relevant municipal
departments diligently carried out comprehensive research on the city’s ancient architectural
culture, making field trips and visiting households. Thanks to their contribution, this academic
book with local and historical data, Ancient Architecture in Yiwu, was borne.

*“A towering tree depends on its root; capacious water depends on its source.” Yiwu’s profound
cultural heritage is indispensable for its development. In the conscientious implementation of
the central and provincial governments’ requirement for cultural inheritance, development and
prosperity, through vigorous exploration of history, Ancient Architecture in Yiwu has now been
published. It has not only provided important references for the protection of the city’s ancient
architecture, but also further raised public awareness of ancient architecture protection, which is
beneficial to the endeavor of turning Yiwu into a major cultural city. This shows our respect for
