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Abstract

Asia, especially China and India led the world in terms of economic recovery from
the crisis in 2009. And it will continue to maintain dynamic in 2010. However, more
and more people worry about its sustainable growth prospect: rising inflation and asset
bubble risks in the short term, global rebalancing pressure to the export-led economies
in the long term (the post—risis era). In the political field, the government of Yukio
Hatoyama and Obama have begun to adjust their Asian policies, which affect the
relationship between the great powers and the framework of regional economic
cooperation. In the security field, great powers have paid attention to the solution to
the nuclear Issue of Korean Peninsula, the counter—terrorism strategy in Afghan and
Pakistan, which brings about change of China’s surrounding security environment.
Moreover, international terrorism has spread China, such as “Xinjiang Event” occurred
on July 5, 2009. In addition, the potential risk sources of China’s surrounding security
environment include the border issues between China and India, East China Sea
dispute, South China Sea disputes, Kokong Incident in Myanmar, Rio Rinto’s
espionage scandal, and so on in 2009. They indicate that China’s surrounding security
environment doesn’t improve in step with its economic power growth. As a result, it is

imperative that China seeks new way to deal with the dilemma.
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
