Weight lifting has a new look. The change is due in part to the many women now
working out with weights. T'wo years ago, there were only a few hundred women interested
in the sport. But now there are about 10 000 in the United States. Lots of women now lift
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weihgts in place of the old exercising to trim and tone. For serious women athletes, though,
weight training is now a must for reaching peak performance.

What’s taken women so long to catch on? Two things. First, the fear that weight train-
ing would make them slower and less flexible. Second, the more subtle fear about women
and weights. This is the social stigma against women having muscles.

Most women athletes want muscle growth for more strength. But they fear bulging,
swollen muscles. Recent studies by experts in sports medicine, however, prove these fears to
be false. One expert is Dr. Jack Wilmore, head of physical education at the University of
Arizona. He says weight training will lead to much more strength. But there will be little
growth in muscle mass. He states that women will tend to form one-terith thé muscle mass of
a man the same size in the same program. Women’s bodies do not have the kind of hormones
needed to form large muscles.

Attitudes are changing as new research about weight training comes to light. And more
and more athletes who swore they would never touch the stuff are becoming true believers. A
few eager coaches are spreading the gospel to their flocks. Their only regret is that their own
chance is gone.

The American economic system is organized around a basically private-enterprise, mar-
ket-oriented economy in which consumers largely determine what shall be produced by
spending their money in the marketplace for these goods and services that they want most.
Private businessmen, striving to make profits, produce these goods and services in competi-
tion with other businessmen; and the profit motive, operating under competitive pressures,
largely determines how these goods and services are produced. Thus, in the American eco-
nomic system it is the demand of individual consumers, coupled with the desire of business-
men to maximize profits and the desire of individuals to maximize their incomes, that togeth-
er determine what shall be produced and how rescurces are used to produce it.

An important factor in a market-oriented economy is the mechanism by which consumer
demands can be expressed and responded to by producers. In the American economy, this
mechapism is provided by a price system, a process in which prices rise and fall in response to
relative demands of consumers and supplies offered by seller-producers. If the product is in
short supply relative to the demand, the price will be bid up and some consumers will be e-
liminated from the market. If, on the other hand, producing more of a commodity results in
reducing its cost, this will tend to increase the supply offered by seller-producers, which in
turn will lower the price and permit more consumers to buy the product. Thus, price is the
regulating mechanism in the American economic system.

The important factor in a private-enterprise economy is that individuals are allowed to
own productive resources (private property), and they are permitted to hire labour, gain
control over natural resources, and produce goods and services for sale at a profit. In the
American economy, the concept of private property embraces not noly the ownership of pro-
ductive resources but also certain rights, including the right to determine the price of a prod-

uct or to make a free contract with another private individual.
