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Abstract

This book is mostly inside the study range of the Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous
Region which is an important geostrategy area in the frontier of Chinese southern.
Based on the analysis of relative research trends, ethnic relationship and religion
problems are discussed with the angle of view as history and present situation, local
and state, local and global, edge and centre, ethnicity and religion, and the inter-
action of geo — economics, geopolitics and geo — culture. The basic clues and the
law of ethnic relation and religion problem development of historical change within
different period in Guangxi are combed. It also provides an aggregate analysis of
investigation questionnaire by the means of SPSS, and some relative theory explo-
ration of ethnic or religion problem are supplied.

The main conclusions presented in this memoir can be summarized as follows :

1. It is a basic dimensionality effect on ethnic relationship development in

3. Ethnic equality, unity, mutual aid and harmony among all ethnic are not
only follow after target of socialism ethnic relation in our country, but also a basic
dimensionality effect on all ethnic development, prosperity and stability in China.

In these presses, we should understand that “structural different” and “ethnic



stratification” among ethnic groups which influences on the development of ethnic
relationship .

4. Religions conflict, interact and adjust with the inside and the outside are
an important substance of cultural change, and a significant dimensionality effect
on social harmony. There are certain relevance in logic between ethnic relation and
religion problem.

5. It needs to probe into the relative theory problem of ethnic and religion
when we discuss the problems of ethnic relation and religion. It is not only contact
but also different with ethnicity, ethnic groups and community. The more complex
relations exist in the relationship of nation, ethnic groups and society for their con-
tact with ethnicity, ethnic groups, social association, communication and social
community. Therefore, the problems of nation, religion and ethnic religion should
be discussed deeply but not simply deal with it. It is a basis of study on the relative
problem of ethnicity and religion that we make clear their concepts, types and

essences .
