This house is located near to the major train station, but the area around this house is so
quiet as to be forgotten.

There is a huge old maple tree on this site.

We plan this house just following the image this maple tree originally had, and try to make
the plan assimple and clear as we can.

The dark approaching tunnel penetrates the house and runs exactly under the maple tree.

There is an enfrance gleaming weakly in the middle of the tunnel, and it is helpful for the
people entering the deepest part of the stairwell

Beautiful maple tree'sleaves and trunk are filling the west window.

Since there is no wall but a glass screen between west and east part, the space continues
from outside fo inside, and goes through the outside again without any interruption and

givesus the feeling of nature everywhere on the floor.

The terrace on the second floor becomes a buffer zone making a balance between
openness and privacy.

There are private spaces such as bedrooms on the first floor along the courtyard which
nestles to the house.

This courtyard contains a glass box bathroom which extends out from inside and looks as if it is
an open-air bathroom.

By infroducing the different properties of each storey, we try to give you a whole image of the
building.
