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Abstract

In 2009, with the guidance of new Beijing development philosophies, Beijing’s
development successfully overcome the “after Olympic” trap and the impact of financial
crisis, which indeed enhance the scientific development of Beijing to a new level.

Beijing adopt a series of economic stimulus measures to stabilize economic
increasing, such macro-regulation measures as expanding investment, promoting
consumption, financial support and employment enhancing significantly ameliorate
Beijing’s economic running posture in the first three quarters. At the same time,
economic restructuring process is characterized by service-driven, high tech-driven and
consumption-driven. It could be concluded that Beijing’s economic development has
steadily moved to “post financial crisis” stage.

Still in the spreading stage of world financial crisis, Beijing brought forward the
new Bejjing development philosophies of constructing humanity, scientific and greener
Beijing, which provide a solid base for the comprehensive, coordinated and sustainable
development of Beijing. In 2009, the income of Beijing’s urban and rural citizen
increased steadily, employment and social security net work covered more people,
improved traffic system promote the livable level, the launching of accelerating the south
Beijing development strategy will balance the development among different areas of
Beijing.

The integrated development of Beijing’s urban and rural also make some new
progresses, and some initiatives are innovative even in China. Beijing becomes the first
city to accomplish an integrated pension system among rural and urban areas. Social
policy becomes more target-oriented. Rural industry development is full of
entrepreneurships. With the establishments of agricultural investment company,
agricultural mortgage company and village-town banks, the rural financial system
becoming more and more supportive to rural development. Collective forestry property
reform rose to be a new focal of rural collective property reform in 2009. The pilot
reform on rural-urban fringe zones’comprehensive management institutions achieved
many practical as well as innovative fruits.

Although Beijing’s economic running is beyond our expectation, it is -confronted




with some structural challenges and malaise. For example, the innovative capacity is far
from satisfaction, the city running is under greater environmental and population
pressure, the mission of rural-urban integrated development is still arduous. To cope
with these difficulties, Beijing should continuously restructure economic and spacial

structure, pay more attention to people’s livelihoods and accelerate urbanization.
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
