This is Upper Elementary: Listening and Speaking Volume 2. It can be used for the
students who have studied Chinese for at least half a year or 200 class hours. Compared
with Volume 1, on the one hand, Volume 2 is still practical and authentic, in which
pictures are combined with language; on the other hand, Volume 2 has its own
characteristics in the selection of topics and the arrangement of exercises. Its
characteristics can be described as follows:

1. In the selection of topics, the teaching materials are still close to life, but they
cover wider areas. The topics can be generally classified as shopping, family, work,
weather, environmental protection, leisure activities and entertainment, sports, love and
marriage, traditional Chinese culture, festivals, characters, wisdom and philosophy,
Chinese people’s daily life and its change, etc. Every two lessons constitute a unit, the
contents of which are inter-related but the arrangement of exercises is independent.

2. Particular attention is paid to effectively teaching and learning the new words.
Key words that make students unable to understand the listening materials and finish
the listening exercises are listed in the vocabulary for reference. Some words that don’t
affect students to understand the listening materials or do the listening exercises are not
dealt with. This also conforms to the real life communication. So, students are required
to familiarize themselves with the new words in the vocabulary before doing exercises
and read aloud to know the correct pronunciation of these words. Meanwhile, they can
ignore some unimportant and strange information in the listening materials so as to
concentrate their mind on getting useful information and solving problems.

3. In the listening part, warming-up exercises are designed to provide guidance for
students. Before doing listening practice, warming -up exercises with clear aims are
designed in each lesson. These exercises are usually discussions, talking about the
pictures or surveys. Doing warming-up exercises well before studying the texts can
prepare students with sufficient background information for the following listening

exercises and do those exercises more successfully and effectively.



4. Objective questions are combined with subjective ones. In this textbook, the
objective questions can be classified into true or false questions, blank-filling, matching
exercises, etc; the subjective questions are mainly aimed at talking about the pictures,
conducting discussions, having group activities, etc; the questions that are between the
subjective and objective types include answering the questions, retelling, dialogue
practice, etc. You are not required to write Chinese characters to finish most of these
exercises. If you are just beginning to learn Chinese characters, you can only make oral
replies to these questions so as to overcome your weakness and improve your listening
and speaking abilities.

5. This exercises in this book are arranged step-by-step and takes the overall
situation into consideration. In general, the exercises in this book are arranged from
the easy to the difficult; the exercises which examine students’ comprehension of the
listening materials are followed by subjective exercises which need students to use their
heads. In every lesson, the entire exercises are centered on one or two group task (s),
which is usually a relatively complex oral communication activity. That is, all the other
exercises are the preparations for the group work. Most of the group tasks need several
team members to work together, while a few of them can be finished independently. So,
you are suggested to pay attention to the arrangement of exercises in this textbook and

try your best to find partners to finish these group works together.

We hope that you will greatly improve your listening and speaking abilities after

learning this book. Your suggestions are highly appreciated.
