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Abstract

The core question of being in power for pérties is to maintain the fresh
and blood ties with the people and win support from the people. This study
has profound theoretical and practical significance for CCP in the process of
transformation consolidating its status as the ruling party and improving itself.

This study on the subject of the relationship between CCP and the people
is focused on improving of the party’s abilities of running the government ac-
cording to law, science in power and democracy in power.

Firstly, it analyzes the characteristics of the reign, the changes of the
connotation and the extension of the masses; it reflects the difference of the
mass base during the periods of being power and revolution.

Secondly, it relates the researches of ruling mass foundation to ruling le-
gitimacy and points out that the mass foundation and ruling legitimacy is coor-
dinated essentially and the most important issue is to keep in close ties be-
tween the party and the people in hopes of wining people’s trust and support
and consolidating of political foundation. It expands the theoretical horizons.

Thirdly, in methods of the study approach of consolidation of ruling le-
gitimacy and mass foundation, it may be innovatively summed as one basic
point and five dimensions. One basic point: the interest representatives as
the most important point for consolidating of mass foundation and enhancing
the ruling legitimacy of Chinese Communist Party; five dimensions: impro-
ving efficiency, legal theory, integrity, culture and systems, consolidating

the mass foundation roundly.
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The research methods of the study emphasizes that the study must be
conducted under the guide of Marxist party theory, use multidisciplinary com-

parative research method and pay more attention to the objective empirical

work, etc.
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
