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Abstract

As the blue paper of Japan jointly published by Chinese Association for Japanese
Studies, the Institute of Japanese Studies of the CASS and Social Sciences Academic
Press (China) , this book is the research achievement jointly reached by the colleagues
of the circles of Japanese studies in China.

This book is a comprehensive review and analysis of the overall situation, trends
and hot spots of Japan’s politics, foreign affairs, economy, society and culture in 2009
and a prospect of Japan’s future development. In addition, this year’s information such as
Japan’s major events and important economic and statistical data are also included in this
book.

The year of 2009 saw a continuous change in the Japanese society. After the
coalition government with DPJ at the core replaced the coalition government of LDP
and Komeito, the history of LDP’s almost continuing rule for more than half century
came to an end. As a result, DPJ came to the center of Japan’s political arena. A series
of political events such as reforming the political structure and the ranks of government
officials, adjusting foreign relations and so on have developed quietly and influenced the
various aspects of the society both directly and indirectly. Either the political
environment and structural changes, the composition of the new administration’s social
basis or DPJ’s new deal and political leaders, especially the new administration’s strategy
in the fields of security, energy resources, foreign affairs such as Japan’s relations with
great powers and the “ Concept of East Asian Community” all became the center of
attention and warranted thorough study, careful observation and thinking.

In the economic field, especially in such fields as dealing with crisis, system of
finance and taxation, monetary policy, foreign trade, climate changes and science and
technology policy, on the basis of the concept of “People’s Living Standard First” and
“Fraternity Society”, the DPJ administration has put forward a series of new economic
policies aimed at equal distribution and promoting public affairs. But this policy does not
have a clear long-term strategic positioning. In addition to this, this policy not only has
a relatively week link with stimulating the economic recovery, but also lacks energetic

financial support.



Comparing with the severe turbulence in the fields of politics and foreign affairs as
well as the adjustment and changes in the field of economy, it is necessary for us to have
a relatively long time to observe the changes in the fields of Japan’s society, ideology and
culture. But the development and current situation of Japan’s social consciousness can
still be seen not only from the grim situation of employment, the kanji of the year, the
vogue words, from the phenomena of suicide, depression and the falling population of
children, but also from such problems as the changes of consciousness of the Japanese
nationals, the cultural origin of hereditary politics, the evolution of new religions, mass
media policy and etc.

Looking forward to the new year, the House of Councilors election in July will be
a severe ordeal to DPJ. If there will be no any new political crisis added, the present
pattern of the administration led by DPJ may continue.

In the economic field, the DPJ administration will try to relieve the pressure of
deflation, the appreciation of Yen, employment which exist in the macro economic
operation and the risk of the Japanese economy to reach a second bottom in 2010. In a
short period of time, the recovery of the Japanese economy will be mainly determined
by the changes of the world economic environment. But in order to deal with the
development model problem of how to put the Japanese economy on the right track of
automatic recovery led by the private demands, the Japanese domestic economic and
social policies need significant adjustment.

In sum, it is not easy for DPJ to resolve the knotty problems left by LDP, while
trying hard to live up to its election commitment and adjusting Japan-U. S. relations.

In fact, there is still much room for DPJ to learn how to be a qualified ruling party.
